LITURGY OF THE WORD
FIRST READING Isaiah 25:1-9
After a hymn of praise acknowledging God as a shelter for the poor, the prophet
portrays a wonderful victory banquet at which death—which in ancient Canaan
was depicted as a monster swallowing up everyone—will be swallowed up forever.
The prophet urges celebration of this victory of salvation.

'“But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was
not wearing a wedding robe, '“and he said to him, ‘Friend, how did you get in here
without a wedding robe?” And he was speechless. '“Then the king said to the
attendants, ‘Bind him hand and foot, and throw him into the outer darkness, where
there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” “For many are called, but few are
chosen.”
