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Throughout my tenure in the State Legislature, I have been motivated 
to keep our local communities safe, and a great place to live and raise a 
family. Each year, after hearing from my constituents, I work with my 
colleagues introducing legislation that allows state departments to serve 
the people of the state efficiently and to improve our communities. 
Sometimes it takes years for the legislation to pass through both houses 
and be signed into state law.  
   Safety is a priority as schools prepare to open for the new academic year. As chair of the Assembly Committee 
on Transportation, I sponsored legislation in 2019 that allows the use of cameras on school buses to enforce 
against the illegal passing of stopped school buses.  While the use of “Stop-Arm” cameras helped lower the 
occurrences of vehicles illegally passing a school bus, and allowed municipalities to ticket offenders, data 
showed that we needed to go a step further.  This year, I sponsored legislation (A6155) that the Governor signed 
into law, allowing school districts to place decals on their buses to warn drivers that “stop-arm” cameras are in 
use. It is important that motorists are put on notice that they will be caught and fined if they illegally pass a 
stopped bus. Allowing school buses equipped with “Stop-Arm” camera systems to use a sign, placard, or other 
display also pre-emptively deters offenders from making illegal passes. 
  As we prepare for the summer and NYS Fair to end, I am preparing for the next session in Albany, and I 
continue to focus on being able to bring sensible solutions to problems in our community and communities across 
our state.

   Assemblyman Magnarelli was happy to announce that state 
funding he secured will allow the City of Syracuse to repave an 
additional 14 miles of neighborhood roads, almost tripling the 
miles of roads repaired this construction season.  
   The State Legislature authorized $100 million in Touring 
Routes funds in the state’s 2021-22 budget to go to 
municipalities to enhance the physical condition of roadways, 
create jobs and enhance local economic competitiveness. The 
City of Syracuse received $7.25 million in New York State 
Touring Routes funding. 
    Bad road conditions are not just an annoyance. They are a 
safety issue that can cause personal injuries and property damage, deterring residents from their daily routes and 
making life in general more difficult. Investing in our local infrastructure is an excellent way of helping our 
localities and increasing the flow of goods and people safely. New York State’s investment in the Touring Routes 
Program will fund reconstruction on our cities, towns and village roads, not just state routes, but also any roads 
throughout the state to serve the residents better.

Assemblyman Magnarelli attended the SUNY Outpatient 
Pharmacy Ribbon Cutting.

Assemblyman Magnarelli, as Chair of the Transportation 
Committee, was invited to tour the facilities of the Ogdensburg 
Bridge and Port Authority. Ogdensburg is an important port on the 
St. Lawrence Seaway for transporting cargo, and the Bridge is a 
major entry point between the USA and Canada.  The Port 
Authority also operates an airport that serves both the North 
Country and Canada. Chair Magnarelli learned of the importance 
of the Port to the economy of the North Country, improvements 
being made to the facility and the impacts of the COVID-19 
pandemic on operations, in particular, the impact of the Canadian 
border closing. Under normal circumstances, the Ogdensburg 
Airport serves many Canadian travelers that cross over into the 
US. These travelers often patronize local businesses in their 
travels. 
 

Assemblyman Magnarelli stood with now Governor Kathy Hochul as 
she announced nearly $1.1 billion in grants for childcare providers - to 
enable more New Yorkers to return to the workplace. 
The purpose of the funding is to stabilize the industry by replenishing 
losses experienced during the COVID-19 pandemic and enabling 
parents to return to the workplace full-time. The funding comes from 
the American Rescue Plan Act and the Coronavirus Response and 
Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act. 
 

Assemblyman Magnarelli toured the Hancock Field Air National 
Guard Base. The base is home to the 174th Attack Wing, the 152nd  
Air Operations Group, the 108th Attack Squadron, the 274th Air 
Support Operations Squadron, among others.  The base employs 
approximately 2,000 personnel consisting of full-time Active Guard 
and Reserve (AGR), Air Reserve Technicians (ART) and traditional 
part-time Air National Guardsmen.
