F. Parham was God's anointed
and used servant, and the truth
he gave through his labor and
teaching seems to be in perfect
harmony with God's word, and
was honored in mighty signs and
miracles, also with the seal of the
Father (Eph. 4:3), the Baptism
cf the Holy Ghost. (Acts 2:4).

There is a letting-down from
many of the precious truths we

ning. Nicodemus, a ruler of the
Jews, confessed Jesus as Rabbi,
Teacher from God, God with
Him. Jesus said, "Except a man
be born again he can not see the
Kingdom {)of God." (St. John
3:3). Nicodemus asked, "How
can a man be born when he is
old?" The same question is in
the mind oil' many today. Jesus
answered, "Verily, verily, I say
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unto thee, Except a man be born
of water and of the Spirit, he
cannot enter into the kingdom of
God."

Some take the water birth to
mean water baptism, and some
take it to be the natural birth.
It is not my purpose to discuss
that here; but take the sixth
verse, "That which is born of the
flesh is !flesh; and that which is
born of the Spirit is Spirit;" The
first man was made a living
soul, flesh man, not spirit but
natural. All that can corne to us
through the natural birth is nat-
ural life. Afterward that which
is spiritual. (I Cor. 15:45-46).

Because of Adam's transgres-
sion, death was passed upon the
natural, or flesh man. Disease
is a weapon in the hands of Sa-
tan, the enemy of the human
race, to torture and kill them un-
til nearly all go before their al-
lotted time. God so loved the nat-
ural man, born of the flesh, un-
der the sentence of death, (with
n(j spirit or resurrection power,
not able to save or heal himself,
or retain the breath of life in the
day of death.) He sent His only
begotten Son; a Saviour, Healer,
Baptiser, Sanctifier, G 10 I' i 0 u s
Lord, and soon coming King. We
were helpless for we were only
natural, being under the power
of a spiritual foe. Jesus the Son
of God, a spiritual deliverer
carne to our rescue-all hail,
praise His name!-the only be-
gotten of the great Father. He
carne to save His people from
their sin and disease. Before
He could become our Redeemer
He must take upon Him our na-
ture; therefore He was born of
woman.

He was tempted in all points
as we are, yet without sin. He
overcame in all things, even the
death of the cross. Now if He
must be born of the flesh to be-
come our Savior as all Chris-
tians believe, (for to disbelieve
the miraculous concepUon and
virgin birth is the spirit of Anti-
christ) then if we become sons
of God with Him, we must be
begotten by the word and born of
the Spirit, for the natural man
i., dead in sin and has no life.
(I John 5:12). Christ is the Life.
(St. John 14:6) Paul says, "I
