Village of Sheridan Golf Cart Ordinance: 

No Golf Cart shall be operated on any side-
walk in the Village of Sheridan.  No golf 
cart may be operated on a roadway in the 
Village unless, at a minimum, it has the fol-
lowing:  brakes, a steering apparatus, tires, 
a rearview mirror, red reflectorized warn-
ing devices in the front and rear, a slow 
moving emblem on the rear of the golf 
cart, a headlight that emits a while light visible from a distance of 500 
feet to the front, a tail lamp that emits a red light visible from at least 
100 feet from the rear, brake lights, turn signals, and a horn.  When op-
erated on a roadway, a golf cart shall have its headlight and tail lamps 
lighted as required by Section 12-201 of the Illinois Vehicle Code and its 
operator shall obey all Traffic Rules and Regulations as described in the 
Illinois Vehicle Code and Ordinances of the Village of Sheridan.  Any 
minor child on a golf cart shall be seated in a forward facing 
seat and secured with a lap belt, seat belt of other form on safe-
ty restraint.
