From the Worship Office: 
Feast of the Immaculate Conception: December 8th falls on Sunday 
this year, consequently the Feast of the Immaculate Conception is 
transferred to Monday December 9th. Initially this was not a Holy Day 
of Obligation. An inquiry was made to Rome and Rome returned with 
a decision that in this case the Holy Day Obligation cannot be abrogat-
ed. Consequently, The Feast of the Immaculate Conception is trans-
ferred to the December 9th and IS A HOLY DAY OF OBLIGATION.  
 

Please remember that if you celebrate a Sunday evening Mass on De-
cember 8th that mass must be for the 2nd Sunday of Advent. Also, keep 
in mind the Holy Day Obligation is for 2 masses so in some cases, even 
though the readings may be the same, a person could count the Sun-
day evening mass for their Holy Day Obligation. For instance, if some-
one participated in the 8:00 am mass on Sunday, and then the 5:00 
pm mass on Sunday evening (both masses for the 2nd Sunday of Ad-

vent), that person would be deemed as fulfilling both their Sunday 
obligation and their Holy Day obligation.

St. Lucy |Feast Day December 13 
A name that means “light,” St. Lucy (283 – 304) is the patron 
saint of those blind or suffering with eye trouble. Not much is 
known about her life, except that she was determined to re-
main a virgin and thus refused marriage. History tells the story 
of a frustrated suitor who eventually accused St. Lucy of being 
a Christian (at crime at the time), and she was executed in Sy-
racuse, Sicily, in the year 304.  
Today, we celebrate a number of tradi-
tions that incorporate symbolic mean-
ing of St. Lucy as the “bearer” of light 
in the darkness of winter. This is partic-
ularly seen in Scandinavian countries, 
with their long dark winters. There, a 
young girl dressed in a white dress and 
a red sash (as the symbol of martyr-
dom) carries palms and wears a crown 
or wreath of candles on her head. In 
Denmark, Norway and Sweden, girls 
dressed as Lucy carry rolls and cookies 
in procession as songs are sung.
