No drilled holes; No chips, dings or cracks. No 

crazing or stress cracks; A few minor scratches 

and nicks here and there.  I refinished the limbs, 

and in so doing was not able to save the original 

silk screen decals. Current decals are a repro-

duction. Overall, this is a really nice bow in ex-

cellent condition for its age.
