In order to reach some common basis regarding the nlacement of
personnel employed between the dates of January 1lst, 1942 and
January 1lst, 1944 on the Pilote'! Syestem Seniority List, an author-
ized committee reoresenting the pilots have agreed on the handling
as used in preparing the sttached TWA General Senlority List

Cooy of this agreement followq‘

"We, the undersizned pilots, being the duly designated reore-
gsentativee of the First Pilots and Co-Pilots of the company
and our representing orgamiaation, the Air Line Pilots Asso-
ciation, hereby present for your approval an agreement reached
concerning TWA Pilots! System Seniority List.

"From the last nublished frozen date up to and including De cem-
ber 31st, 1943, all pilots on domestic and ICD operations will
be placec on the TWA System Seniority List according to the
terms of the present working' agreements,

"After posting the comnlete list, pilots will be given a period
of 30 days in which to protest stheir vositions. A committee
compoead of the undersigned pilots or their proxies shall meet
with the Chief Pilot to try the cases of pilots who submit
proteste. All former vrotests will be considered voild and
only protssts after the date of this letter will be considerecd

"Effective January lst of 1944, a1l names thereafter entered
on the TWA Pilots' System Senlority Ligt will be entered as of
date of emnloyment as pilot for domestic or foreign scheduled
operationes, and in case two or more pilots are employed on

the same day they will be vlaced on the list according to age,
the oldest pilot being giv:sn the lowest number. This change
in manner of ertry on TWA ?ilots' System Seniority List 1is not
intended to affect computation of time in connaction with base

pay, which remains unchanged, nor to affect assignmente alread;

made prior to “his date.!

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This suggestion has the apnroval of the company and the at*tcched
draft of the Pilots' System Seniority List revised as of January
lst, 1944, drawn up accordingly. This liet supersedes the Pilots'
System Seniority List dated July 1lst, 1942.

The “ormer 1list was frozen down to and including #442, Mr., Cyrus
E. Stewart except as 1t pertains to the Pilot's Agreement on
Intercontinental Division personnel and except for typographical
errors that may exist. '

Those pilots whose names avnear on this January lst, 1944 Seniority
List following lMr. Cyrue E. Stewart will be permitted a period of
30 days after the posting of this list in which to protest, in
writing, to the Company any omisgsion or incorrect posting affecting
their seniority. In event such pilots do not file a protest with
the company within 30 das, they shall not thereafter be entitled
to file such protest.

The posting date of this list is Januery 1st, 1944, therefore any
protest that may be made must be in the office of the System Chief
Pilot in Kansas City, Missouril on or before February lst, 1944.

The pilots employed by the Intercontinental Division of Transcon-
tinental & Western Air, Inc. heve besen assigned nlaces on this
System Seniority List according to Part II of the Letter of
Agreement betweeh TWA and the Air Line Pilotes in the service of

TWA as reoresented by the Air Line Pilots Ascociation International,
dated August 8th, 1942. Part II of this letter is hereby quoted
for your reference:

Governinz

"The assignment of a place on the Transcontinental & Western Air,

Inc., Pilots' System Seniority List for those nilots employed by

the Intercontinental Division of Transcontinent ™ & Western Air,

Inc., who at the time of employment by the Intercontinental Div-

l1sion, do not hold a place on such Seniority List.

"(a) A1l pilots empnloyed by the Intercontinental Division of
Iranscontinental & Western Air, Inc. shall be placed on
the Transcontinental & Western Air, Pilots' System Seniority
List according to their date of ecmployment with the Inter-
continental Division, provided that such seniority shall not'
be exercised in accordance with the provisions of the Pilots'
