Psalms 126:1-6 ESV  A Song of Ascents. When the LORD restored the fortunes of Zion, we were like those who 
dream.  (2)  Then our mouth was filled with laughter, and our tongue with shouts of joy; then they said among the 
nations, "The LORD has done great things for them."  (3)  The LORD has done great things for us; we are 
glad.  (4)  Restore our fortunes, O LORD, like streams in the Negeb!  (5)  Those who sow in tears shall reap with 
shouts of joy!  (6)  He who goes out weeping, bearing the seed for sowing, shall come home with shouts of joy, 
bringing his sheaves with him. 
 
When you read something like this, that your fortune is being restored, do you respond like so many, “I must be 
dreaming.”  “This is too good to be true.”  That is your skepticism talking.  This is reality.  It is not a dream.  God is 
that good to you.  He loves you that much that He wants to break into your life and turn everything around.  You 
might be struggling with debts and financial obligations.
