1. How did you become involved with 
horses? 

 I started riding as a teenager, first with a girlfriend 
who had her own horse and then going on to 
have some lessons to learn more.  I had no idea 
what was involved with horses: my family had no 
connection with horses and we lived in suburban 
Adelaide, but I knew I loved being around them.   

 
 My father was a new immigrant to Australia, 

having arrived from Poland in the early fifties, and 
it was through him that I met Marian Malecki 
(also a Polish immigrant) and had lessons with 
him for many years.  What started as a weekly 40 
minute session while still at school grew be my 
main interest.  I loved any opportunity and used 
all my spare time to ride all sorts of horses to 
learn about their training, to be a stable hand, to 
teach kids and eventually be able to buy my own 
“first horse”.   

 
 Since that time I have had several lovely horses, 

each one different and interesting with unique 
talents and personalities to learn about.  Over the 
years I have been fortunate to meet and learn 
from a number of other Dressage coaches who 
helped me to learn new skills in my riding and 
training approach and gave me support. They 
included Richard Weiss, Denise Rofe, Edgar 
Lichtwark and Glenys Shandley.   

 
 I have been fortunate to be married to a very 

supportive husband who has helped me and we 
have lived on a small property in the Adelaide 
Hills.  All the while I have continued to work and 
study as a Medical Scientist in pathology, 
although after a career of 40 years it’s time to 
think about retirement!   

 

2.  Did you compete in dressage? 
 Yes, I competed in dressage competitions starting 

in the late 70’s.  My first taste of a Dressage 
competition was riding a very pretty, small 
chestnut horse and the main thing I remember 
was how nerve-wracking it was to ride before the 
Judges!  I then rode a number of horses that were 
owned by Mr Malecki as he was keen to see his 
horses and students out in competition.   

 The first horse that I was able to buy was the 
kindest horse ever and he also had a talent for 
flying changes, which was handy!  We trained and 
competed from Preliminary to Prix St Georges.  I 
competed with some other lovely horses but over 
the years I became more focussed on the 
enjoyment of achieving progress with training and 
less keen on competing.  

 

 

3. What made you interested in judging 
Dressage? 

 The main reason I took an interest in judging was 
as a way to learn more about the Judges’ point of 
view for a Dressage test.  Also, it was partly a way 
to see whether it would help me to be less 
anxious about riding in competitions and it did 
help somewhat. 

Thank you to Liz Duncan for answering our interview questions.  Her answers have provided an  
interesting and honest account that we hope you all enjoy reading as much as we have.   

A Level Judge - Liz Duncan 



An Interview with A Level Judge - Liz Duncan 
Cont’d 

 I started out as a penciller (writer) and then 
progressed to become a Novice Judge in about 
1985 and this was a time when EA was starting a 
system for training Judges.  The sport was 
growing and there was a real need for more 
Judges.  I found judging extremely interesting and 
an opportunity to learn a lot from watching and 
assessing what other riders and their horses did 
well and also not so well. 

 

4. What do you enjoy most about judging? 
 The main thing I enjoy about judging is when I am 

assessing a well-trained horse with an effective 
rider and can give good marks for work well done.  
I appreciate the horses with athletic ability and 
also those with perhaps not as much natural 
talent but showing good education to produce 
the best they can do.  As a Judge I can only 
comment on what I see and not give the rider a 
“lesson” with my comments, but I try to give 
enough feedback to justify my marks and help 
riders see the areas they need to focus on to 
improve.   I believe that it is an important role of 
the Judges to give an independent assessment of 
a horse in its test, reward good training and also 
help to motivate riders to improve. Judges have 
an important role in horse welfare as a horse that 
is trained correctly along the lines of the “Training 
Scale” will be relaxed and show healthy 
development.   

 
 In 2008 I started the work to upgrade from B to A 

Level.  I thoroughly enjoyed the experience and 
passed my exams in 2010.  It gave me a good 
excuse to go to many Interstate competitions to 
Shadow Judge and Sit-in and I got to meet many 
helpful mentors and other upgrading Judges.  I 
also enjoy the camaraderie between Judges and 
Organising Committees. 

 

5. What do you see as the future of  
 Dressage  judging in SA? 

In SA, the future of judging is a little precarious 
because of the relatively low numbers of Judges.  
We have a good bunch of 33 current Judges and 
some new Judges beginning their training, but we 
need more to cover the number of competitions 
held each month and to plan for the future.  We 
have a small group of only eight A and B Level 
Judges who are very experienced, but 
nevertheless they are all in the “senior” group 

and over the next 5 - 10 years a few may want to 
retire.  A / B Judges are essential for any of the FEI 
level of competitions and more SA riders are 
taking their horses to this level, plus they do a lot 
of mentoring and Judge education.  With the 
training required it takes at least 7 - 10 years for a 
Judge to start from G and reach A Level, or a few 
years less if they can fast-track.  In SA we have 
competitions nearly every weekend of the year 
and need Judges at all levels from G to A to 
officiate.  So, we need more knowledgeable riders 
to put their hands up, think about becoming a 
Dressage Judge and to look to increasing numbers 
for the future. 
 
Another aspect of the future is to encourage 
Judges and volunteers to join the Judges’ Sub-
committee as the group who works to help with 
Judges’ education.  This involves organising 
Seminars and workshops, keeping track of new 
and upgrading Judges and their progress, 
organising exams for Judges, communication of 
new rules, and other administrative tasks.  We 
currently have a small and busy Committee but 
the workload is increasing and some fresh ideas 
from new volunteers would be a great help for 
everyone.

High Performance Squad 
2022 / 23 

Purpose 
 
The purpose of the Dressage South Australia (DSA) High Performance Squad is to identify horse / rider combinations who show 
the best and most consistent performances at high level competitions in South Australia. Ideally, these combinations will 
represent South Australia at Interstate and National events and will be role models for other riders.  
 

High Performance Squad 
 
Is a merit based Squad open to 16 horse / rider combinations:  Senior Advanced - Grand Prix, Youth Elementary - Medium and 
FEI Para CPEDN - CPEDI. 
 
The Squad will have express entry into the High Performance On and Off-Horse training programs.  It is expected that these 
riders will represent SA at Interstate and National Championship events where possible.   
 
Should there be more applications than places, an average of the three submitted percentages will be used to determine the 
successful combinations by the Selectors. 
 
If there are not the required applicants who meet the qualifying scores, then the spaces will remain vacant.  
 
Squads are open to all competitive combinations including AOR, PARA and Pony combinations. 
 

Qualifying Criteria and Scores  
 

• An average of the three scores will be used to determine which combinations get priority. 

• The required scores are: 

 A minimum of one score must be from an SA HOTY competition 

 The second can either be from an SA HOTY competition or from the same qualifying classes at a CDI competition 

 The third can be from any SA Competitive competition 

 Para Equestrians – scores for the High Performance Squad must include one score from an FEI test at CPEDN or CPEDI 
level. 

• Three scores are to be submitted.  Each score needs to have been from tests with no less than two Judges.  Percentages 
from 1/7/21 until 20/6/2022 will be required. 

 

The following criteria must be completed in the next 12 months for the 2022 / 23 application period: 

 Must volunteer at a minimum of ONE South Australian Dressage Club event (Competitive or CUR / Participation) 
event in South Australia or be an active member of a South Australian Club Dressage Committee or State Dressage 
Committee 

 Minimum attendance at ONE South Australian Judge's Seminar theory day as an observer each year. 
 

High Performance Squad from Advanced – Grand Prix Combinations 
 

Should there be excess combinations apply there will be one Medium and one Big Tour place. 
 

Minimum % to qualify for each submitted test: 
 

• Advanced & Youth Advanced:  64% 

• Small Tour & Young Rider Small Tour:  61% 

• Medium, Big Tour and Young Rider Medium / Big Tour:  60% 

Para High Performance Squad  
from CPEDN to CPEDI 

 
Minimum % to qualify for each submitted test: 

• Team/ Individual CPEDN 64% 

• Team/ Individual CPEDI 63% 

Youth High Performance Squad  
from Elementary – Medium Combinations 

 

Minimum % to qualify for each submitted test: 

• Elementary 65%
