There are also so
many opportunities to excel as an individual - be recognized as an All Region or All State
musician or as an outstanding soloist. In high school you can earn awards and honors
that will look great on a college resume, and you can earn a letter for your participation in
orchestra. There are so many great opportunities!

Do we take trips?

» Absolutely! Each year we typically take a day trip to Dallas or Fort Worth where we take in
tourist attractions and see a show. We also typically schedule one overnight trip each year.
Every 3 years we are able to do an out of state trip, and 2021-2022 is that year!
