REACH, Inc. – Community Project 
       The ladies made a commitment to 
supply the Cherokee County domestic 
violence shelter with cleaning supplies 
and laundry detergent. Staff has 
requested hair shampoo and 
conditioners, hair bands and clips and 
nail polish. Many have never been to a 
salon and this helps to boost their self-
esteem. Adult coloring books and 500 
or smaller piece puzzles help them 
emotionally. If you have items of 
clothing (clean and in good condition), 
children’s books, etc. to donate please 
place them in the bin provided in the 
pantry area or you can take them to the 
REACH office located behind the thrift 
store on HWY 64. We can always use 
some small tote bags and small travel 
size items to fill them with, e.g. combs, 
hand sanitizer, toothbrush, travel size 
toothpaste, deodorant, etc. 
Recommended size for the tote bags is 
9”X9” but they can be a little larger. Put 
them on the table in the pantry and we 
will fill them as time permits.  
        Please contact the REACH office 
staff if you have  furniture you want to 
donate to arrange pickup by the Thrift 
Store volunteers. They also asked for 
some cooking utensils for helping them 
start over. So, if you have something 
you no longer want, they could use 
them. Often the victims leave home 
with only the clothes on their back, so 
they are given clothes, furniture, and 
items for the home from the Thrift Store 
until they can get back on their feet.  
         Volunteers are needed. Call the 
office at 828-837-2097 or 828-837-
8064 for more information. 
 

Pantry Items 
We need your help to keep our pantry 
stocked. If no family or individual has 
made a special request; then, at the 
end of each month Lula pulls items off 
the shelves and takes them to the 
Cherokee County Food Bank, Inc. in 
Andrews since they have access to the 
Cherokee County community at-large 
and average about 100 clients a week. 
You can also write a check payable 
to the Andrews Food Bank. 
        The food bank is open to the 
public on Tuesdays and Saturdays from 
10-12. The food bank has requested 
empty dozen size egg cartons so they 
can divide the large crates of eggs they 
receive from other organizations and 
from people who raise chickens.

June 21st is first day of 
summer. Make sure you 
know the difference between 
heat cramps, heat exhaustion 
and heat stroke. Prevention is 
the same for all three: drink 
plenty of fluids, stay out 
extreme heat and seek shade. 
 
• Heat Cramps you will 
notice heavy sweating, muscle 
cramps and spasm. 

• Heat Exhaustion can come 
on suddenly and can be life-
threatening. You will notice 
profuse sweating, muscle 
spasms or cramps, nausea and 
vomiting, dizziness and 
headache, and fainting. 

• Heat Stroke can be fatal 
and require immediate 
medical attention. The skin 
may feel hot and dry, or you 
will notice profuse sweating. 
The person maybe confused, 
and speech is slurred. The 
person may complain of a 
throbbing headache, have a 
seizure, and lose 
consciousness. Remarkably 
high temperature will require 
immediate medical attention.
