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TEXAS ANIMAL HEALTH COMMISSION RULES and 

REGULATIONS FOR SHOWS, FAIRS AND EXHIBITIONS 

 

If any portion of this guide is in conflict with any regulations or statute pertaining to the Texas Animal 

Health Commission, the regulations or statue shall prevail.   

 

Requirements for entry of livestock and poultry into shows, fairs and exhibitions: Livestock entered in all 

intrastate shows, fairs, and exhibitions (those functions that require Texas livestock and poultry of the 

same species to be housed and exhibited separate and apart from livestock and poultry from out of state) 

are exempt from the entry and permit, certificate of veterinary inspection and testing requirements, 

except poultry must originate from flocks or hatcheries free of pullorum disease, and fowl typhoid or have 

a negative pullorum-typhoid test within 30 days of exhibition and all horses entering the Jim Wells County 

Fair must have had a negative EIA test within the past 12 months prior to exhibition.  The EIA test 

document-the VS10-11 form-is suitable proof of testing.
