ORDINARY TIME
(January 13 - March 4, 2025)

Ordinary Time encompasses that part of the liturgical year that does not fall within the distinctive

seasons of Advent, Christmas, Lent, and Easter. The Catholic Church celebrates two periods
of the year as Ordinary Time: the first following the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord and continuing
until the Tuesday evening before Ash Wednesday; the second following Pentecost Sunday until the
evening before Advent. There are about 33 or 34 Sundays in Ordinary Time, depending on the year.
In actuality, however, there are fewer Sundays of Ordinary Time because major feasts honouring the
Trinity, Corpus Christi, Christ the King, and others replace a particular Sunday of Ordinary Time. It is
important to remember that Ordinary Time celebrates “the mystery of Christ in all its aspects”.
JANUARY 17 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT ANTHONY, ABBOT: Anthony was born into a wealthy
Christian family in Egypt about 251. Both his parents died while he was a teenager and Anthony
gave away his inheritance and became a hermit. After years of solitude, he emerged to gather the
ascetics who had followed him into a ‘community’. This was the beginning of Christian monasticism.
Anthony died on January 17, 356, well-known for his holiness, wisdom and asceticism.
