Chairman Jesse Cole called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.  Roll was taken and it was established that a quorum was present.  
Tara Thomas informed the board that the Walk-Through was completed for the Intercom/Clock/Fire Alarm project. Two companies were present. Bids are due and will be opened at the May 11, 2020 regular board meeting. 

For the action item – Consider adoption of Board Policy #1005FE – Proficiency – 2nd reading – the item was tabled.

Matt Stentoft moved that the board of trustees declare an unforeseen emergency within the meaning of that term as set forth in Title 20, Chapter 9, Part 8, to become immediately effective and to continue through June 30, 2020. This motion is based on COVID-19 risks; in recognition that the Governor's waiver of student instruction time will expire on May 7; and in recognition that the Governor's April 22, 2020 Directive implicating Executive Orders 2-2020 and 3-2020 specify that elected school boards and their districts that adopt their own declaration of emergency will continue to receive all state funding, including transportation funding.  DuWayne Wilson seconded and all present voted in favor.

Matt Stentoft moved that the Board of Trustees of Scobey School District suspend District Policy 1310 for the limited purpose of considering, reviewing, identifying needed options and adopting Policies 1900-1912 after one reading. This motion is exclusive to the consideration of Policies 1900-1912 at the meeting held on April 27, 202, and will not apply to other meetings or topics.  Leif Handran seconded and all present voted in favor.

Matt Stentoft moved to approve the first and only reading of the COVID-19 Policies #1900-#1912 as updated and presented until June 30, 2020.   Tim Tande seconded and all present voted in favor.

Matt Stentoft moved to hold Graduation at an outdoor venue on the date planned following Public Health guidelines.  DuWayne Wilson seconded and all present voted in favor.
Matt Stentoft moved to continue Distance Education at Scobey Schools for the remainder of the school year.  Discussion regarding the last day of instruction, check out dates and procedures and specifics will be presented at the May 11, 2020 regular board meeting.  Tim Tande seconded and all present voted in favor.

DuWayne Wilson moved to offer a contract to Michelle Midthun for the 7-12 Science position, pending satisfactory completion of background check and receiving appropriate licensure for the 2020-2021 school year hire.  Leif Handran seconded and all present voted in favor.
