May 13-Our Lady of Fatima-A Between May 13
and October 13, 1917, three Portuguese children—
Francisco and Jacinta Marto and their cousin Lucia
dos Santos—received apparitions of Our Lady at Co-
va da Iria near Fatima, a city 110 miles north of Lis-
bon. Mary asked the children to pray the rosary for
world peace, for the end of World War I, for sin-
ners, and for the conversion of Russia. Mary gave
the children three secrets. Following the deaths of
Francisco and Jacinta in 1919 and 1920 respective-
ly, Lucia revealed the first secret in 1927. It con-
cerned devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary.
The second secret was a vision of hell. When Lucia
grew up she became a Carmelite nun and died in
2005 at the age of 97. Pope John Paul II directed
the Holy See’s Secretary of State to reveal the third
secret in 2000; it spoke of a “bishop in white” who
was shot by a group of soldiers who fired bullets
and arrows into him. Many people linked this vision
to the assassination attempt against Pope John Paul
II in St. Peter’s Square on May 13, 1981. The feast
of Our Lady of Fatima was approved by the local
bishop in 1930; it was added to the Church’s world-
wide calendar in 2002. www.franciscanmedia.org

In to-
day’s apostolic letter, however, Peter gives us the
“cornerstone” of our vocation, the description of what
each of us is called to first and foremost by our bap-
tism. He describes our vocation as “a chosen race, a
royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people of [God’s]
own, so that you may announce the praises” of Christ,
who called us out of darkness into light (1 Peter 2:9).
All of us, no matter what path our life’s vocation may
take us down, have been chosen by God, made holy,
and anointed as priests in the high priesthood of
Christ through baptism. All of this, so that we may
announce the praises of Christ. Vocation is given for
Froclamation at home, in the workplace—wherever

fe takes us—in service, in word, and in sacrament.
