7 weeks – Skis, boots, and poles- $96.

7 weeks – Snowboard and boots- $96.

· Bethlehem Ski Club Pass pick-up day: December 9, 2017.  Ski Club participants must stop by the Bethlehem Town Hall anytime between 9:00 am – 12:00 noon.  All members must use this time to sign up for ski lesson levels, pick-up ski passes, and view Coyote Ridge Regulations.

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JIMINY PEAK MOUNTAIN USERS’ RESPONSIBILITY CODE

1.
Always stay in control and be able to stop or avoid other people or objects.

2.
The people ahead of you have the right of way.  It is your responsibility to avoid them.

3.
You must not stop where you will obstruct a trail or are not visible from above.

4.
Whenever starting downhill or merging into a trail, look ahead and yield to others.

5.
Always use devises to help prevent runaway equipment.

6.
Observe all “posted” and “Warning” signs.

7.
Keep off of closed trails and out of closed areas.

8.
Prior to using any lift, you must have the knowledge & ability to load, ride, and unload safely.

9.
Designated SLOW SPEED zones require you to slow down.  They are highly used by beginners.

10.
Should you be involved in a collision, do not leave the scene until you are certain that medical attention is not needed.

11.
Stay well away from snowmaking guns, grooming machines, lift towers, or other obstacles.

12.
Bouncing or swinging chairs, and discarding objects from a lift will not be tolerated.

13.
The use of drugs or alcohol while using the mountain is prohibited.

VIOLATORS WILL LOSE MOUNTAIN USE PRIVILEGES.

The safety of all mountain users is essential.  Your assistance and cooperation with this requirement benefits everyone.
