OLD BUSINESS :
 Sprinklers/well: Alan made motion to have well drilled across from the storage lot gate. This allows fairly close access to the power transformer and easy access for Gestran. We would move the boulders blocking the road on our entrance by the storage lot to allow Gestrin access. Gestrin Well Drilling is on schedule to start as soon as their work load allows. Alan to continue follow-up----All approved.
Back up sewage pumps : Oldest one(near Club house) has been reconditioned and is like new. The back up pump was in service while the repair were being made and works fine and will we run & check performance  on it semi-annually. Sewage pump #2 (pump by river) we think is about 6 years old and is still in working order. It will be recondition if & when it fails. Note; Pump #1 lasted about 18 years. Back-up pump for #2 will also be ran and checked semiannually. Rusty will do this with L T Board help on a timely manner.
Dirt & Back fill: Alan asked Mr. Gossi and received permission to get dirt needed for river bank & retainer wall when we want it just go over and get it. Alan will show Rusty where good dirt is when ready.
Entrance sign: Fred made a motion for a rock sign with the original Pine Tree graphic on one side set in front of our big tree about where our existing sign is. No base will be needed if we make a little bigger. Budget is $2000.00 Ted 2nd . Motion carried. Laurie will follow up and order.
A street common area: L T Park will continue to maintain leave area as is.

WiFi: Prices still more cost than can be justified for use in the over all Park. Issue tabled.

Landscape committee: Will made up of Architectural Committee ( Fred acting chairman) and anyone who would like to suggest landscape projects. L T Owner-volunteers can either participate with mental or physical help in the planning and-or production of areas. Committee will decide on the scope and budget as needed. Volunteer sign-up sheet to be posted in the clubhouse & web page. By Laurie.
Broken picnic table seats; Prices of matching seat were investigated and Board decided too much cost. Fred made motion to use selected fir wood planks Beveled & sanded edges ,and treated with poly urethane. Alan 2nd. Alan will follow-up and get seats ready before July meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:

New care taker : Rusty Greer, Training  will be starting A.S.A.P. . All board members  may be involved to some degree. His liaison will be Fred McKennon. Possible other training could be The Pool Doctor. Our chemical suppliers etc. Jim Caldwell or Jeremy  

Clubhouse drainage: We have received a quote from Olsen excavating for the job at $4549.00 This is a 160’ long  concrete drain with metal grating and asphalt resurfacing as needed. Fred made motion to accept quote and go ahead A.S.A.P. Ted 2nd. All approved 
Flushing pump for sewer cleaning: Cost $2200.00 to $3000.00.Not in budget at this time. Will continue current procedure for time being. All approved.
Man hole risers: Project to bring manhole lids even to the surface of the road. Project to be on going. We already have purchased three and will purchase more as needed. Ted made motion to go forward with project. Alan 2nd. All approved.
Electrical upgrade in the pavilion: Proposed to increase from existing 100 Amp. to 200 Amp. ? or double what’s in there  to meet our needs. Motion made to have Fred get his neighbor to check it out and guide us through the process as needed. All approved.
Clubhouse lock: Discussed options. Motion made to leave as is rather than to spend more on system at this time. All approved

Monday/Tuesday Park coverage: Decided to contract The Young’s to clean the rest rooms @ $30.00 per cleaning. And pool user Terry Owens will test pool in the mornings for the time being. Later when we get our camp host we can make other arrangements. All approved
Pay scale/time sheets: Laurie made motion to make forms to accommodate previous contracting decision Alan 2nd. All approved
Security cameras: Decision to buy 6 motion only wireless cameras at this time in install in strategic locations. Ted made motion to approve. Alan 2nd.
Property assessments: Decided we can’t do anything about it, so issue tabled. All approved.

Mowing sub-contract: Decided no action at this time. All approved.

Island bridge: Some basic treated abutment beams and cross beams with planking have been purchased and taken to the site by Ted, Fred & Alan. The items were purchased from Sally Gossi for $80.00. Alan is submitting her invoice for payment to Riverside. We are still designing railings so we can finish it hopefully by July meeting. Fred made the motion to do the project Alan 2nd. We hope all will give support and suggestions to help make the island a nice improvement to the park.
Street lights: Fred has access to man lift to repair as needed also Laurie found the sensors in the supply room where the hot water heaters are. All approved on repairs to be made soon.
Snow covers: Letter has been sent covers to come off April 15th.

Dumpsters for summer: One extra one to be in place by Memorial Day. All approved.

L T to have owner keys: Decided not to take added job. All approved.

Newsletter: Decided any news can be submitted and entered on the L T Web site. We can post something  in clubhouse to let park owners participate if desired. All approved.

C P S training: Lt Board to contact chemical supplier to train new caretaker right away to keep our ponds looking good: All approved.
E P S logs: Chemical supplier to train caretaker to maintain our logs as needed. All approved.

Community garden: Who ever suggested this is to help organize the committee and donate funds for grow boxes and watering issues etc. Also a location where it has good sun light. Tabled at this time. 

Mini golf/tennis court: Ted made motion to make miniature golf course. Alan 2nd.Plans will be accepted. We have some room in area on south side of club house for some things suggested. We would like to budget something for 2015. All approved.
Set date for election: July 26th for our election and a fall forum, date to decided later. All approved.
Camp host:  Duties take over caretaker jobs on their day off and to help set up out door actives and game schedules and promote some interest for activity in the park. Fred has some leads and will pursue. All approved

L T Park mail box: Discussed and decided the cost is not in the budget at this time. All approved.
Sell old lawn mowers: Offer best one to “P” street river lawn owners. Sell other one on E-bay etc. All approved
Re-inventory: Make current inventory of all equipment/supplies etc. Caretaker to do soon as he gets situated. All approved. 

Power Outage: Fred made motion to be aware that when we have outage in the park pool pumps and other things have to be turned on again. All agreed.

Fence pump station: Fred made motion that our pond pump station would look better if fenced in cedar fencing. Alan 2nd. L T Board agreed to get some costs so something can be decided later. Alan to get costs on project materials.
Group use of pavilion: Park members wanting to use the pavilion for events also needs to have rest room use. After some deliberation we believe because of the extra club house use a total fee of $100.00 would be acceptable. $25.00 as usual for the activity committee and $75.00 for clubhouse cleaning and maintenance. All approved this change.
Rock garden: Motion made by Fred to plant certain perennial flowers or plants in the rocks on the hill west of Sharon Street. Laurie 2nd. All approved.

Alan made motion to adjourn 7:12 P.M. Ted 2nd. All approved.
