MUSIC PROJECT


What is your all time favorite song? ___________________________________ Does this song represent American culture? Just from hearing the song and seeing the images it represented, what might a person from outside of the US think about American culture?

To accomplish the project:

1. Obtain a copy of your song, create a folder, and save your music in your folder. With sufficient time, the student can write a letter to the owner of the copyright requesting permission to use the music. (website for your music, www.videotomp3)
2. Find the lyrics and make a copy. If there are any explicit lyrics or inappropriate language, you must edit it or choose another song. Look at your song’s lyrics and think about what images are represented. Underline the words in the lyrics to represent images you will need for your project. Make a list of the categories. 
3. Using the list of categories, start looking for the images you need. You must use copyright free images. You may use these Websites:

c. Teacherfiles.com

d. Freetech4teachers.com

e. Pdphoto.org

f. Pics4learning.com

4. Using the images you have collected, create a PowerPoint. Use as many images as possible. 

5. After you have completed inserting the pictures, clipart, graphics, or photos into your PowerPoint, go back to the first slide and follow these steps:

a. Go to Insert ( Sound ( From File ( Locate your music file and select. This action will insert a graphic which you can click and drag to any location on the slide. 
b. With the icon selected, you will see new sound options at the top of the ribbon.

c. Find the option that says Hide During Show and select.

d. Find Loop Until Stopped and select.

e. Click the down arrow for Play Sound, and select Play Across Slides. 
f. MAKE SURE YOU SAVE YOUR SETTINGS AND WORK PERIODICALLY.

g. Now you are ready to time your music to your PowerPoint.

h. Go to the Slide Show Tab. At this time you need to have headphones on if you are in a room with other people.

i. Select Rehearse Timings when you are ready to start. The PowerPoint and the clock will start immediately. Every time you click the slide, the timer sets the music for that slide.
j. At the end of the PowerPoint, a dialog box will pop up asking if you want to use the rehearsed timings. Select either yes or no. If you select no you will start over. It usually takes several times to get the timing right.
k. To make sure that the music timings and slide timings stay synced, you can Optimize Compatibility for the music by going the File tab. If that doesn’t work, you can convert your finished PowerPoint to a Windows Media Video in the Save As tab.
6. On _________________ (date) you will present the PowerPoint to the class with the music. You will tell what this song means to you and why it’s your favorite.

Options:

1. Using a digital camera or smartphone, take your own photos and insert into the PowerPoint at the appropriate spot. Digital Input Technology
2. Insert graphics that you have created, altered, or animated.
