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Pr 25:6  Put not forth thyself in the presence of the king, and stand not in the place 

of great men:  

Pr 25:7  For better it is that it be said unto thee, Come up hither; than that thou 

shouldest be put lower in the presence of the prince whom thine eyes have seen. 
 

Rev 4:1  After this I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the 

first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, 

Come up hither, and I will shew thee things which must be hereafter.  
 

Rev 11:12  And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto them, Come up 

hither. And they ascended up to heaven in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them. 
 

I hope you noticed a similar clause in 3 of those verses.  It is possibly something 

you will hear within the next few years.   

 It will come as a shout.  
1Th 4:16  For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the 

voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise 

first:  
 

It could come at any time of the day or night.  
Mk 13:35  Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house 

cometh, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning:  
 

For some it might sound like thunder.   
Jn 12:28  Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I 

have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.  

Jn 12:29  The people therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said that it thundered: 

others said, An angel spake to him. 
 

Your name will be called along with it.    
Jn 10:3  To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his 

own sheep by name, and leadeth them out. 
 

It should be something we are watching for.   
Mt 24:42  Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come. 
 

1Pe 4:7  But the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch unto 

prayer. 
 

Rev 3:3  Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and 
repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come on thee as a thief, and thou 

shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.
