No
other lake in the country has been rated higher as a bass fishery by BassMaster Magazine for the last
two years.

The TBLA Board approved and subsequently sent a letter to Toledo Bend Joint Operations, SRA LA,
SRA TX, and FERC stating our support for the recommendations made by TBCAC regarding the
proposed Drought Contingency Plan for Toledo Bend Reservoir.

The Joint Operations responded to the TBCAC comments on the FERC required Drought
Contingency Plan, and accepted TBCAC’s minor recommendations, but did not accept the major
change recommendations relative to the critical levels required to trigger water usage curtailment.

On Dec 15" or before, the SRA’s will submit their recommended version of the DCP to FERC with
the minor changes they accepted, along with their response to TBCAC. FERC will then review and
make further changes, if warranted. TBCAC will be responding further to FERC.
