Weekly Reflection

In today's Gospel Luke gives us a feel for the disciples’
encounter with the risen Jesus. He also gives us the
essentials for a Christian liturgy. Once the Scriptures have
been opened and the bread has been broken and
shared, the eyes of the disciples who have gathered are
opened ever wider and once again Jesus is recognized
among us. We are so moved in our faith by this encounter
that we rush out to share the good news we have come
to recognize more clearly as word and sacrament were
celebrated.

Notice the disciples’ remark: “Were not our hearts burning
inside us as he talked to us on the road and explained the
Scriptures to use” Their words indicate an eagerness and
an openness 1o listening fo whatever Jesus was saying to
them. That atfitude of openness and eagerness to
listening to Jesus’ words allowed their hearts to be
touched by what they heard.

We have to bring that same attitude of openness and
eagerness to listen to our celebration. We have to be
attentive to the Scriptures readings for they are the living
word of God, meant to teach us about our lives and how
God is working in them.

We also have to come to each celebration of Eucharist
with an active faith, believing that Jesus is present,
offering himself to the Father for our sins and feeding us
with his Body and Blood to strengthen us on our journey.

It's very easy for all of us fo come to Eucharist out of
routine and forget that we encounter our God in the
celebration. The more alive our faith is as we celebrate,
the deeper the word of God can speak to us and the
more fully we are nourished. We will be able to experience
what the disciples on the road experienced - our hearts
burning within us as Jesus speaks o us and nourishes us.

Perhaps, then, we will feel a greater urgency to share the
good news we have experienced in faith-filled, Jesus-
filled living.

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Reflexion Semanal
“Dos discipulos vigjaban en rumbo a una aldea llamada
Emals. En medio de la amena conversacion que
sostenian Jesus se acercd a ellos y empezd a caminar a
su lado.”

Sabemos que durante las casi 7 millas de camino que
recorrieron con Jesus, los dos discipulos no fueron
capaces de establecer la identidad del vigjero que los
acompanaba. No fue hasta que se sentaron a la mesa
con él -y hasta que Jesus partié el pan y lo compartié
con ellos- que sus ojos finalmente se abrieron a la
realidad.

2Qué habia en ese acto tan simple que permitié que los
dos discipulos reconocieran a Jesus2 Indudablemente,
ese acto revivid aquel momento tan poderoso que
vivieron inmediatamente antes de la fraicién por parte
de Judas contra Cristo, su pasién y su muerte: el momento
de la Ultima cena. Mds aun, este acto pudo haberles
recordado las tantas experiencias de companerismo y
hermandad que vivieron sentados a la mesa con JesUs y
los demds discipulos: esas oportunidades simples,
personales e intimas que tuvieron para llegar a entender
mds sobre JesUs- y sobre ellos mismos. Ese acto a simple
vista ordinario —pero tan significativo — de partir y
compartir el pan se habia convertido para ellos en una
puerta que los llevaba a experimentar lo divino en cada
momento de su diario vivir. Analizando esto mismo a una
escala mayor, este acto pudo haberles recordado la

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experiencia de la comunién y de comunidad que
experimentaron con JesUs y con sus acompanantes a lo
largo del camino; de los momentos buenos, malos e
intermedios que transcurrieron mientras vivian, aprendian
y amaban juntos.

La conexion de esta historiac con el eventual
entendimiento de la Iglesia sobre lo que es la comunién
fue un punto que recalcd San Francisco de Sales. En su
libro titulado Sobre el Predicador y la Predicacion,
escribié: "Es cierto que como nuestro Sefor estd
verdaderamente con nosotros, nos ilumina porque él es
la luz. Después de que los discipulos se comunicaron en
Emaus, sus ‘ojos fueron abiertos’ (Pagina 26). En nuestra
celebracién -y recepcién — como comunidad, reunidos
adlrededor de la mesa con el Sefor, se nos estd retando a
qgue veamos como Cristo estd presente en la Eucaristia y
también como Cristo se halla presente dentro de
Nnosotros.

Aun asi, debemos expandir nuestra nocidn de
comunicacion para poder entender mds profundamente
el significado de esta escena del Evangelio. JesuUs se halla
especialmente presente en cada mesa donde las
personas se reunen en hermandad; Jesus estd
personificado dondequiera que las personas permiten ser
partido y compartidos con — y por- los demds. JesUs se
puede ver dondequiera que las personas se enfocan mds
en las cosas que los unen y menos en las cosas que
pueden llegar a separarlos.

Cuando nosotros partimos el pan con los demds — literal
o figurativamente — el poder y la promesa contfinua de
Cristo resucitado se nos manifiesta. Cuando nosotros
decidimos ‘repartirnos’ para alimentar a los demds,
estamos personificando en ese instante, en ese momento
de nuestras vidas, alfo de ese mismo JesUs quien
acompand a esos dos discipulos hace tanto tiempo.

La pregunta es: reconocemos a JesUs en nuestros intentos
por alimentar a los demds?
