+Prayer (talking to God) Prayer is the biblical word for
talking to God. Prayer is communication between you
(a child of God) and your heavenly Father (God).
Prayer does not have to be in King James English in
order for God to understand you. God created you as
you are, and He wants to spend time communicating
with you, His child. Go ahead and thank Him for the
beautiful day. Ask Him for guidance in difficult
circumstances. Most important, ask Him to give you
strength and wisdom to live a life that pleases Him. As
you open your Bible each day, ask Jesus to open your
eyes and heart to see and hear what His Spirit says to
you.

«Fellowship (being with believers) Fellowship is just
a fancy word that simply means to hang around or
interact with other Christians. To illustrate this, let's
picture a barbecue with red, glowing charcoal. If
you reach in with tongs and remove one of those
little pieces, setting it apart from the others, what
will happen? It will go out! It will get cold! But if you
take that same piece and place it back into the fire
with the others, what will happen? Once again, it
will take on the same characteristics of the other
pieces. So it is with the Christian walk. If you
surround yourself with other Christians and begin
to share and pray together, you will not grow "cold"
in your walk with Christ.
