Origins of BUILD

In the winter of 2013, the City of Seattle was swept up in Seahawks fever as the
Hawks were marching towards the City’s first championship in Football. Six African
American Men took time away from the euphoria to discuss something very wrong. What
was discussed at this meeting was the rash of deaths of African American Teenage Boys
and the seemingly refusal to do anything about culturally and institutionally. All 6 in the
room had been personally been touched by these incidents as people who worked with
the youth and in some instances as family of the youth. The frustration of watching our
Young Brothers have the promise of their futures taken away was the impetus for the
formation of BUILD (Brothers United In Leadership Development)

Now 7 members strong, BUILD’s purpose embodies former President Obama’s “My
Brother’s Keeper” initiative in spirit and principle. BUILD's vision and goals are:

A major part of the “My Brother’s Keeper” Initiative is to institutionalize this work
carried forth by partners of the initiative that will lead to tangible change in policies and
regulations that negatively impact Men of Color. BUILD has been a key advisor to the City
of Seattle Mayors office i-team on its Black Male Achievement Initiative for two and a half
years. BUILD strives to improve the outlook the men of color have on their futures along
with taking action in identifying the changing of systems that perpetuate negative
outcomes on the lives of the youth BUILD directly serves. Members of BUILD have also
participated in education reform as well as restorative justice panels to assess the
negative impact of disciplinary action in school and its enabling of the school to prison

pipeline.

The Members of BUILD are the first to state they do not have all the answers to the
issues facing the African American Community at large and in particularly Men of Color.
Being all Men of Color, loving Fathers and direct service providers to youth, everyday is a
reinforcement of why the call to BUILD means there are no days off, there is no down time.
BUILD remains strong throughout this work from intentional relationship building and
camaraderie. BUILD draws upon the passions and talents within the brotherhood to
achieve consistent output of high quality programs and events. BUILD is comprised of
comedians, DJ’s, mechanics, chefs, artists, educators, musicians, mentors, community
activists, sports enthusiasts, athletes, movie buffs, husbands, big brothers, younger
brothers, uncles, cousins, in other words the members of BUILD are no different than the
young men the MBK is trying to save.

“If It Is To Be, It’s Up To Me”

Many times, in our profession we hear about professionals wanting to advance their
career or grow within an organization. After being in one position for a certain length of time, it
is normal for a person to want to stretch their wings and take on new challenges. In a perfect
world, one could simply promote themselves when deemed ready, however that is not the world
me live in. With the competition level being as high as it is, career advancement is not as easy as
it was in the past. No longer does having a Bachelor’s Degree guarantee that you will have a job
after college; which is why it is so important to invest in yourself and seek professional
development. Sitting back and waiting to be promoted just because you simply do your job is no
longer. Employers are looking past how long you have been on your job, and paying close
attention to what have you done since you have been on your job. Therefore, rather than sitting
back and expecting things to come your way, you must go out and do the things that need to be
done to accomplish your goals, because if you want it, it up to you to make sure it comes to pass.

[ have been very fortunate to have moved up the ranks in my organization very fast, and
by fast, | mean being promoted two years or less on several different occasions. I like to think
my educational background had something to do with it, but I know that the professional
development opportunities that I took advantage of played a major role in my success.
Attending different schools and conferences offered through GRPA and NRPA allowed me to
sharpen the tools in my professional tool kit, network with other recreation professionals, and
build lasting relationships with individuals that I can call on when facing different issues in the
field of recreation. I encourage anyone that feels stagnant in their current role, to invest in their
career and seek some type of professional development.

Along with seeking professional development, one must look within their own
organization and see what opportunities exist to make yourself promotable. Volunteering to
take on extra task or responsibilities with no additional compensation is not ideal for anyone in
the workforce; however, these opportunities should be viewed as a plus and not a negative,
because it just may be one more thing that you can add to your resume. In my department
people tend to ask me, “How did you move up so fast?” I answer that question by simply saying, |
did the work that no one else wanted to do. When our director said, “I need someone to manage
this new grant,” I raised my hand. When asked, “who wants to spearhead the upcoming special
event”, [ raised my hand; which eventually lead to me being promoted. Additional pay may not
have come with volunteering to take on the additional task; however, I gained an abundance of
knowledge that helped prepare me for bigger and better opportunities. I knew that I had to step
up to the plate if I wanted to succeed, because at the end of the day, “the power to fulfill our
dreams is within each of us. We alone have the responsibility to shape our lives. When we
understand this, we know that nothing, and no one, can deny us greatness. We are the ones
pushing ourselves forward or holding ourselves back. The power to succeed or fail is our and
our alone.”

Chris is the Division Manager for the Community Services Division with Columbus Parks and
Recreation, where he is responsible for the day-to-day operations for 26 After-School

The National Recreation and Park Ethnic Minority Society (NRPEMS) is seeking dedicated officers
for the 2017-2019 year; our 2017 incoming President is Mr. Cordell Wiseman from Minneapolis,
Minnesota. The positions open for nomination are: President -Elect, Secretary, Treasurer,
Chaplain, Regional Representatives and At-Large Board Member. All duties are listed below:

President-Elect

The President-Elect shall assume the duties of the President in his/her absence. The
President-Elect shall assist the President whenever delegated to do so. The President-Elect shall
automatically become President in the event of vacancy in the office of the President. The
President-Elect shall serve on the membership committee. The President-Elect shall serve as
chairperson of the Public Relations/Publicity Committee and as editor of the Grapevine
publication. The term of president-elect office shall be two (2) years and may be reappointed or
re-elected with a consecutive maximum of two (2) terms. The Board of Directors shall have the
power to fill offices that become vacant during such term.

Secretary

The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping accurate records of all meetings, correspondence,
minutes of NRPEMS and the Board of Directors, and other duties as assigned by the President.
The Secretary shall forward minutes of the business conducted during the annual and mid-year
business meetings to the President and President-Elect within sixty (60) days of such meetings.
The term of secretary office shall be two (2) years and may be reappointed or re-elected with a
consecutive maximum of two (2) terms. The Board of Directors shall have the power to fill offices
that become vacant during such term.

Treasurer

The Treasurer shall be the fiscal agent for NRPEMS and shall operate as authorized by the Board
of Directors. The Treasurer shall be responsible for maintaining all financial transactions and
records for NRPEMS. The Treasurer shall cause the financial transactions and records of the
Society to be audited per generally accepted accounting practices within sixty (60) days after the
annual meeting. The auditor’s report will be distributed to the board within 30 days of
completion of the review. The Treasurer shall prepare the annual financial report for the general
membership meeting. The Treasurer shall advise the Board of Directors on the finances, present
and projected, of the Society at all meetings of the Board. The Treasurer shall be responsible for
the collection of all Society dues and affiliation fees. The term of treasurer office shall be two (2)
years and may be reappointed or re-elected with a consecutive maximum of two (2) terms. The
Board of Directors shall have the power to fill offices that become vacant during such term.

Chaplain

The Chaplain shall conduct memorial services and other duties designated by the President. The
Chaplain shall also serve as Chairperson of the Necrology Committee. The term of treasurer office
shall be two (2) years and may be reappointed or re-elected with a consecutive maximum of two
(2) terms. The Board of Directors shall have the power to fill offices that become vacant during
such term.

Regional Representatives

Eight (8) members of the Board of Directors shall be elected to provide regional representation
and shall serve a two (2) year term of office. Regional representation shall be based upon those
regions as designated by the National Recreation and Park Association (NRPA). If a regional
candidate cannot be identified, a person residing in another region may serve.
