
 

 

  

  Joint School Construction Board Phase III 
(A.6258-A) sponsored by Assemblyman 
William Magnarelli, (S 5603) sponsored by 
Senator Rachel May was signed by Governor 
Kathy Hochul. This legislation authorizes the 
City of Syracuse Joint Schools Construction 
Board to undertake a third phase of school 
renovation projects.  Phase III will involve 
projects at the following schools: STEM at 
Blodgett Middle School, Corcoran High 
School, Delaware Primary School, Henninger 
High School, Syracuse Latin School, Lincoln 
Middle School, Nottingham High School, 
Roberts PreK-8 School, Seymour Dual 
Language Academy and the Webster 
Elementary School.  The bill authorizes up to 
$300 million in new bonding for these schools, 
which, as the JSCB makes the bond payments, 
upwards of 90% is reimbursed by the State.  
   Assemblyman Magnarelli sponsored the 
initial legislation that established the Syracuse 
Joint Schools Construction Board (JSCB) in 
2006. JSCB Phases 1, and thereafter phase 2 in 
2014 also sponsored by the Assemblyman, 
financed $225 million and $300 million 
respectively in renovations to our city schools. 
These phases, along with the new phase III 
monies, total over $825 Million in renovations 
to city schools.

As chair of the Assembly Committee on Transportation, Assemblyman Magnarelli held two recent hearings to learn 
from varying perspectives on relevant issues. The first hearing in Albany on Oct. 20 was regarding non-MTA public 
transit systems and services focusing on Upstate and rural public transportation.  Witnesses included: the NYS Dept. 
of Transportation, executives of our Upstate Transit Authorities and advocates for public transportation. The goal of 
the hearing was to identify challenges and solutions for improving public transit availability in Upstate and rural NY, 
emerging technologies for providing public transit and the transition to zero-emission bus fleets. 

The second hearing on Nov. 10 discussed the direct sale of Electric Vehicles (EVs). The hearing took testimony from 
EV Companies, Auto Dealers and other interested parties on the issue of expanding the direct sales of EVs. Currently 
automobiles in NY must be sold through franchised dealers. 

 

Our public libraries are an ever-evolving resource to our communities. The libraries are community landmarks 
filled with technology, resources and of course books for use by all. Grants Assemblyman Magnarelli secured for 
the Solvay Public Library, to put more computers and electronics in the library, and a grant for the Baldwinsvillle 
Library, for flooring renovations, were recently completed. New grants were secured for each library. Baldwinsville 
Public Library will embark on a renovation of the children's area; Solvay Public Library will use funds from 
Assemblyman Magnarelli to fund interior renovations, purchase computers and security cameras and fund a “maker 
space.”
