Recital Weekend

Sunday June 4th: Pink Show Performance at Vernon Hills High School
➔ Dress rehearsal for this performance takes place immediately before the show. The

show & rehearsal order is Pre Tap and then Pre Ballet.
➔ ALL Students: Arrival time is 9:00 am. Please arrive completely dressed for your

first dance in your costume, including hair & make-up and ballet shoes. Parents should
keep their dancer’s street shoes, bags, lipstick and ALL extra clothing/coats.

➔ Parents will not be allowed in the dressing rooms or backstage area to help their
children dress or put on makeup etc. We have parent & student volunteers with
years of experience to assist your children.

➔ Put your child’s name on every costume item! Shoes, leotard, tutu & any other
accessories.

➔ If your dancer is performing in Pre Tap AND Pre Ballet: Attach their tutu to a paper
wrapped hanger. Include all accessories & ballet shoes in a zip lock bag. With a
permanent marker, write your child’s name & pre ballet dance # on the outside of the
zip lock bag. This number will be given to you by the teacher when costumes are
distributed. Attach the zip lock bag to the hanger. We will have samples of this at the
studio for you to use as a guide.

➔ Do not send anything extra with your child. There will be coloring books backstage & the
class helpers will have storybooks & games to play with them. Dancers are dismissed
from the stage and can not carry extra items.

➔ You will check-in at the front lobby of the auditorium. At this time, you will receive a pick
up card needed to pick up your child at the end of the performance. Please keep this
with you! If you do not have your card at pick up time, you will be asked for
identification.
These procedures are used to ensure the safety and security of your children.

Snacks and Drinks
Dancers may bring a small peanut free snack- no chocolate, and a disposable water bottle
(please label with their name). Goldfish, pretzels, or fruit snacks are a good choice.

Pick Up Procedure
THIS PROCEDURE HAS BEEN DESIGNED FOR THE SAFETY & SECURITY OF YOUR
CHILDREN. PLEASE DO NOT ASK US TO MAKE EXCEPTIONS!!!!

You may not pick up your child early. Kindly remember your child is one of many children
performing and people moving in and out of the audience are very distracting to these young



dancers. We ask that you be respectful and remain seated in the auditorium until the entire
recital (under 1 hour) has finished.

At this time we will call you by class to pick up your dancer from the stage.
Please send only one parent with the pick up card to the stage. Your other family members
may meet you in the lobby or wait in the auditorium. If you do not have your pick up card,
you will be asked for identification.
