CLASSIFICATION
The following classification requirements will apply: 

 Monohull boats will be classified into one class.  

 Multihulls shall comprise their own class and be scored separately from monohulls.

FEES

SCORING
The Appendix A scoring system shall be used.

A credit of 18 sec/nm will be given to boats choosing to race without a spinnaker, if requested.

CONDUCT OF RACE – RADIO COMMUNICATION
All race committee functions will be performed near the flag pole, Ballena Isle Marina using VHF radio broadcast on channel 69; signal flags will be used.  Communication is allowed between the race committee and racing boats on VHF 69.  Refer to Sailing Instructions for details.

ENTERTAINMENT
There will be a ‘grillers party’, hosted by the Ballena Bay Yacht Club, after each race with soup or chowder.  A $10 donation is requested to offset the cost.  Drinks may be purchased from the BBYC bar.  Visitors must sign in at the BBYC visitors log found in the club entrance.
