LITURGY OF THE WORD
FIRST READING Genesis 3:8-15

Immediately after Adam and Eve eat the forbidden fruit, they hide from God.
Neither takes responsibility for their sin, instead blaming each other, the snake,
and even God. The curse on the snake was understood as a messianic prophecy by
the early church, who associated Eve’s “offspring” with Christ.

Life in the present is transitory and cannot compare with the eternal home God has
prepared for us. So we do not despair no matter what life might bring because we
know that as God raised Jesus from the dead, God promises to bring us into
eternal life.

A reading from Second Corinthians.
“Just as we have the same spirit of faith that is in accordance with scripture—*I
believed, and so I spoke”—we also believe, and so we speak, '“because we know
that the one who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus, and will bring
us with you into his presence. “Yes, everything is for your sake, so that grace, as it
extends to more and more people, may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God.
“So we do not lose heart. Even though our outer nature is wasting away, our

inner nature is being renewed day by day. "For this slight momentary affliction is
preparing us for an eternal weight of glory beyond all measure, '"because we look
not at what can be seen but at what cannot be seen; for what can be seen 1s
temporary, but what cannot be seen is eternal.

cannot stand, but his end has come. ’But no one can enter a strong man’s house
and plunder his property without first tying up the strong man; then indeed the
house can be plundered.

*“Truly I tell you, people will be forgiven for their sins and whatever
blasphemies they utter; “’but whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit can never
have forgiveness, but is guilty of an eternal sin”—"for they had said, “He has an
unclean spirit.”
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‘'Then his mother and his brothers came; and standing outside, they sent to him
and called him. A crowd was sitting around him; and they said to him, “Your
mother and your brothers and sisters are outside, asking for you.” *And he replied,
“Who are my mother and my brothers?” **And looking at those who sat around
him, he said, “Here are my mother and my brothers! *Whoever does the will of
God is my brother and sister and mother.”
