For a number of years the church
met at various locations in
Paradise. After two disastrous
fires, church members decided
that a new location and building
were needed.

In 1908, contact was made
through the Congregational
Missionary Society, with the
Craig Memorial Fund established
by Sophia T. Craig of Sonoma.

In memory of her late husband,
Mrs. Craig donated to the church
the large sum (at that time)

of $1,000 for the construction

of the sanctuary, which was
completed in 1909. As part of the
bequest, the name of the church
was changed to Craig Memorial
Congregational Church.
