Our electronic footprint continues to grow and help us. We now have over 540 friends of our facebook page,
our website is up and running successfully, we are set up to take electronic payments and donations now, and
our membership is at the highest level in close to ten years.

River Care 2014 by Jim Anderson

The Upper Manistee River Restoration Committee (UMRRC) has been busy. A representative from the
committee walked the river and identified over 65 different locations from C.R. 612 downstream to just above
Longs Landing where HIA fish habitat work was completed during the 2014 summer. North Pointe Fisheries
consulting was also involved to input their expertise. Permits from the DEQ and DNR were completed by
UMRRC and approved. Of the 69 sites identified more than 50 sites were completed. Crews to do the work
were from the SEEDS 501 (c) 3 organization which operates out of Traverse City. The SEEDS organization
provide summer employment for area high school students. The crews are supervised by adult counselors,
and for the river work on the various locations a representative from UMRRC worked daily with the crews.
More fish habitat and river work is scheduled for summer 2015 in the River section between M72 and the
Yellow Trees Landing.

The third annual river clean up and work day was held on Saturday, September 21%. Many volunteers braved
the forecasted stormy weather and came out to help. But by the time the event began and volunteers gathered
at the Old AuSable Fly shop the threatening weather had subsided. Volunteers headed out in small groups to
the various reaches of the river to do cleanup work. Other volunteers proceeded to two project sites at the

The timber extension slide rails had been put in place earlier by the
SEEDS organization workers. All in all, both access sites are much better off. In addition to these river work

Redd Surveys by Jim Anderson

For the past three years a few hardy volunteers have braved the cold weather in early November by “wadering
up” and getting into the river to gather spawning data. Three areas have been targeted, the Deward area, 1
mile above to 1 mile below M72 bridge and the Yellow Trees area. Redds are areas that have been fanned
clean by the fish in order to create a spawning area. These locations have been identified, gps plotted and
measured. Year after year the number of redds counted remains about the same number and are roughly in
the same locations. This information is vital for consideration of future fish habitat and stream improvement
work.

Due to the amount of snow cover and extremely cold temperatures during the first two weeks of November
only one reach of the river data was collected. Thank you Chuck Hewitt for braving the elements to get the
Deward area completed.

Financial Update by Mark Rais

As of December 2014, our year-to-date income is $56,050. This amount is includes a $25,000 Habitat
Improvement Grant through the State of Michigan. Our expenses amount to $32,683.00. Thus, our net
income is $23,367. Major disbursements included river patrols, Manistee River management plan and
Portable toilets.

The Upper Manistee River Foundation had a balance of $71,062. Undistributed earnings for future Restoration
Projects totaled $13,264. Many generous donations have been received with dues payments and memorials
for men and women, who truly love the Manistee River. We appreciate your support.

Stream Monitoring on the Upper Manistee by Bob Thorsen

The Fall Volunteer Water Quality Monitoring Event on the Upper Manistee was held on Saturday October 4th.
The group of 27 citizen scientists were greeted by surprisingly dry weather and nice Fall temperatures when
they assembled in the Kalkaska Eagles parking lot at 9 am on Saturday. After a brief introduction, teams of 5
and 6 volunteers dispersed to the five sampling sites. The group returned at noon, samples in hand and
enjoyed a hot lunch on the sunny Patio.

Teams of volunteers capture and sort river dwelling bugs (mostly benthic macro invertebrates) to determine
both the diversity and density of the various critters. The information helps to monitor long term trends and
overall health of the river environment, serving as "canaries in the mineshaft."

2014 represented the 5th year of the project and the volunteer support continues to be amazing. "Bug"
collecting is a very fun and educational event that is ideally suited for both the young and old and everyone in
between. | hope that you have an opportunity to join us at a future event.

The 2015 Spring event will be held on Saturday, May 30, at 9 AM.
