The Ides of Marcld4 BChas a special significance in
ancient history, for it marks the date of the death of Julius
Ceasar. Famously the Roman leader was stabbed 23 time
the Roman Senate in a conspiracy led by Marcus Junius
Brutus, along with 60 conspitors.

Article | —Name

The name of this organization shall be “Saramana Chapter Sons of the American Revolution”, (hereinafter
referred to as the Chapter), a not-for-profit organization. The members of the Chapter shall be known and
referred to as Compatriots.

Article 11 — Objectives and Purposes

OBJECTIVES — The objectives of this Chapter are declared to be patriotic, historical and
educational, and shall include those intended or designed to perpetuate the memory of those
patriots who, by their sacrifices during the war of the American Revolution, achieved the
independence of the American people; to unite and promote fellowship among their descendants,
to inspire them and the community at farge with a more profound reverence for the principles of
the government founded by our forefathers; to encourage historical research in relation to the
American Revolution; to acquire and preserve the records of the individual services of the
patriots of the war, as well as documents, relics and landmarks; to mark the scenes of the
Revolution by appropriate memorials; to celebrate the anniversaries of the prominent events of
the war and of the Revolutionary period; to foster true patriotism; to maintain and extend the
institutions of American freedom and to carry out the purposes expressed in the preamble of the
Constitution of our country and the injunctions of Washington in his farewell address to the
American people.

PURPOSES — The purposes of the Chapter are to promote the objectives and purposes of the
National Society, growth in its membership, public awareness and support for its objectives, and
to do so in a manner that will reflect credit upon it.

Article 1] - Powers

The Chapter shall have all powers necessary and useful in accomplishing the objectives and purposes set forth
expressly or by implication in Article Il above. The Chapter may acquire, own, lease and dispose of real and
personal property, and shall, in general, have all the powers conferred on organizations of its character by the
Statutes of the State of Florida.

QUALIFICATION — Any male shall be eligible for membership in this Chapter who is the lineal

who performed actual service by overt acts of resistance to the authority of Great Britain;
provided however, that no person advocating the overthrow of the Government of the United
States by use of force or violence shall be eligible for membership in this Chapter.

ANNUAL DUES AND FEES — Annual Dues which shall be due and payable after September 1*
of each year and shall be the sum of the dues and fees required by the National Society, the
Florida Society and this Chapter. Failure to pay annual dues by December 5™ terminates
membership in the Chapter. Any membership so terminated may be reinstated by the payment of
all delinquent dues and any reinstatement fee prescribed by the National Society or the Florida
Society.

CHAPTER DUES AND FEES — The President and Treasurer shall review Chapter financial
needs each April and if a change in dues is needed, the Board of Governors shall meet the
following month to establish Chapter dues payable the ensuing September 1%,

Article V — Board of Governors

The term Board of Governors has the same meaning and intent as the term Board of
Management found in Article XIII of the Saramana Chapter Articles of Incorporation. The
Board of Governors shall consist of the Chapter President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer,
Registrar, Genealogist, Historian, Sergeant-at-Arms, Chaplain, eight (8) Governors elected from
the Chapter at large and all past Presidents under the Chairmanship of the President. The Board
of Governors shall make policy decisions, regulate its own procedures and methods of voting, set
Chapter dues, and exercise control over the affairs, activities, funds and properties of the
Chapter. The Board shall meet at the call of the President and shall have the power to accept
resignations from officers, directors and members, and to confirm appointments made by the
President to fill vacancies. A quorum for the transaction of business by the Board shall consist
of seven (7) members of the Board of Governors. Ofthe nine elected officer positions stated
above, no member of the Chapter shall serve as both an officer and governor at the same time.
Any member may be elected to, and concurrently hold, more than one, but not more than two, of
the nine elected officer positions stated above. All officers, governors, and past presidents shall
have the authority to exercise their right to vote.

Except as herein otherwise specifically provided, the decision of the Board of Governors in all
chapter matters shall be final, subject only to appeal to the chapter membership at a future
chapter meeting where fifteen (15) days’ notice of the appeal can be given. Business of interest
to the general membership, which was discussed by the Board of Governors along with the
action taken on any such business shall be included in the next Chapter Newsletter. The Board
of Governors shall exercise control over all officers and committees and for good cause may
declare any office vacant.

Article VI — Election of Officers

The President shall appoint a Nominating Committee consisting of three (3) members not later
than the May meeting of the Board of Governors, one of whom shall be Chairman of the
Committee. The appointments shall be confirmed by a majority vote of the Board of Governors.
It shall select nominees for each office to be filled. The Chairman shall report the slate of
nominees to the Board of Governors no later than the October Board meeting and publish the
slate in the November newsletter prior to the November meeting and election.

Election of Officers and Governors shall be at the November Chapter meeting. On presentation
of the names of the nominees the Chairman of the Nominating Committee shall certify that each
nominee has been contacted and has agreed to serve.

Officers to specified offices, named in the Bylaws, shall hold office for one (1) year and any
officer may succeed himself, except that the President shall require a written vote of approval by
two-thirds of the Board of Governors present.

The Governors are eight (8) members chosen from the Chapter at large. Subsequent to adoption
by the Chapter of these Bylaws, four Governors at large shall be elected each year to two (2)
year terms. All Officers and Governors shall serve until their successors are elected and
installed.

After the slate of officers has been presented, the presiding officer shall call for nominations
from the floor. Providing no nominations have been received from the floor and nominations
have been closed; the presiding officer shall call for a voice vote to elect the slate as presented.

If nominations have been received from the floor, the presiding officer shall call for the
distribution of blank ballots so that the members may list their candidate for all contested offices.
Voting shall continue by ballot and the nominee receiving the majority number of votes cast for
the respective office shall then be declared elected.

Article VII — Installation of Officers

The installation of Officers and Governors of the Board, elected from the Chapter at large, shall
be at the December Annual Meeting of the Chapter.

The installation of Officers shall be in accordance with the Chapter Handbook and that of the
National Society which shall be used as a guide in all matters which are applicable.

Installation of new Officers shall be by an active or past officer of the State or National Societies,
or by a past President of this Chapter.

Article VIII — Duties of Officers

THE PRESIDENT shall, when present, preside over and vote at all meetings of the Chapter and
Board of Governors. He shall exercise general supervision and control over the affairs and
activities of the chapter, and plan and implement a program to achieve the chapter's objectives
and purposes, involving as many of the members in the work of the chapter as possible. He shall
appoint all committees and their respective chairmen, except as otherwise provided by these
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Bylaws, and shall be an ex-officio member of all committees, with the exception of the
Nominating Committee. The President may require reports from the Committee Chairmen as
necessary to assure that timely action is taken to plan, organize, and carry out the various
activities of the chapter. He shall have power to appoint assistants to help officers carry out their
duties.

VICE PRESIDENT - It shall be the duty of the Vice President to preside at meetings of the
Chapter and Board of Governors in the absence of the President. He will succeed to the office of
President in the event of death, resignation or incapacity of the President to serve,

SECRETARY — The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the Chapter's and Board of Governors
meetings. He is the custodian of all the records of the Chapter. He shall attend to the
correspondence of the Chapter: obtain supplies from the National Society; and make such reports
as may be required from the Chapter by the Florida Society or the National Society. He shall
cause to have published annually and distributed to each member, a Saramana Chapter Yearbook
containing, at a minimum for each member, his name, mailing address, telephone number, email
address, spouse’s name, and other pertinent information as well as a listing of Chapter officers
and committee chairs. Members must agree to have their personal information published in the
Chapter Yearbook. The Yearbook shall be published as soon as practicable after 31 December
of each year, with the understanding that it shall be published no later than the following 15" of
April.

TREASURER — The Treasurer shall receive and be custodian of all funds of the Chapter. He
shall promptly deposit all monies received in the Chapter’s account at an authorized bank. He
shall make disbursements as authorized by the President or the Board of Governors. He shall
keep itemized accounts of all receipts and disbursements, with invoices or bills to support each
disbursement. He shall bill each member for the sum of the Chapter, State, and National Society
dues around September 1* and remind delinquent members of their obligations beginning in late
October. He shall make a report of the financial status of the Chapter when called upon to do so,
and advise the Board of Directors of delinquent members on November 1* and November 20" of
each year. He shall keep a complete record of all memberships and changes in memberships.
His Treasurer’s accounts shall be audited each year prior to submission to the Board of
Governors and Chapter, and must be submitted to them no later than March 15.

GENEALOGIST — He shall, when requested, assist the Registrar in checking the lineage of an
applicant. He shall serve as liaison between the Chapter and other Societies which emphasize
genealogical research. He will serve as liaison between the Chapter and local libraries with the
object of establishing and maintaining genealogical reference material.

REGISTRAR ~ The Registrar shall assist prospective members in completing their applications
and he shall assist current member’s complete supplemental applications; he shall review them
for proper documentation and form, and forward them to the Registrar of the State Society. He
shall keep a copy of all papers pertaining to applications for membership and a copy of the
“Record Copy” received from National, the original of which goes to the applicant. Itis
suggested that all such paper copies be converted to digital copies and that a copy of these digital
records be given to the Chapter Historian on a regular basis. He shall notify the applicant and
Chapter Officers of the action taken on his application. He shall serve as Chairman of the
Membership Committee.
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HISTORIAN — The Historian shall maintain a running history of the Saramana Chapter and do
such historical research as may be assigned to him from time to time by the President or by the
Board of Governors including but not limited to the archival of digital Saramana Chapter
material and records. Maintenance of files herein described should include provisions for a
back-up process, such as a Cloud back-up service. He shall keep a scrapbook of newspaper and
magazine clippings pertaining to the Chapter, its members and its activities. His scrapbook shall
contain such other documents, pictures and reference material, as, in his opinion, may have
future historical interest. He shall have on display such scrapbook when so directed by the
President and shall display it at least once a year at a regularly called meeting.

CHAPLAIN — He shall open and close all meetings of the Chapter with the proper services for
such occasions. He shall arrange for the funeral ritual prescribed in the NSSAR Handbook in the
event that the Chapter is asked to participate. He shall offer consolation and comfort to the
Compatriots and/or their families on behalf of the Chapter in the event of the demise of a
Compatriot or a member of his family. He should in all cases, when notified of such, send letters
or cards of condolence to the family upon the death of a member. Make timely report to the
Florida Society Chaplain of the Death of Compatriots from Saramana.

SERGEANT-AT-ARMS — The Sergeants-at-Arms shall be responsible for setting up the
meeting room for each regular or special meeting and assisting and preserving order as directed
by the President or presiding officer; he shall be responsible for the care and safekeeping of the
Chapter's flags, bell. gavel. SAR Pledge Cards, signs and other Chapter property.

ELECTED GOVERNORS — The eight (8) Board Members who are elected at large may be
assigned duties by the President.

EDITOR — The Editor shall be an appointed, non-voting, honorary officer of the chapter. The
Editor of the Chapter Newsletter, The Quill and Bugle, shall publish information in the
newsletter, of the time, place and program for the next meeting, a brief summary of events of the
last meeting, and such announcements, information or requests as may be appropriate for the
conduct of Chapter affairs and the information of the members. At a minimum, the newsletter
should be published during the months of October through May.

COLOR GUARD COMMANDER - The Color Guard Commander shall be an appointed, non-
voting, honorary officer of the chapter. The appointment shall be conferred at the discretion of
the Board of Governors. The Color Guard Commander shall perform his duties pursuant to the
NSSAR Handbook and with the understanding the optimum minimum number of men that form
a Color Guard unit consists of four (4) compatriots: Two (2) Color Bearers of which one carries
the United States National Flag, and the other carries either the State or SAR Flag; and two (2)
Musketeers or Riflemen who escort the Color Bearers, Further, it’s also understood that should
the Saramana Chapter not have Musketeers or Riflemen in attendance, the Color Guard may
consist of a minimum of three (3) members with at least one, usually the Color Guard
Commander, marching to the right of the National Colors. The left side of the National Colors
shall be covered, where practical, either by a second Color Guard member or by another Color
Guard Bearer who carries another flag (most often the state flag or an SAR flag). In formations
exceeding four Compatriots, the Color Guard Commander will march ahead of the National
Colors separate from any other rank.
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WEBMASTER — The Webmaster shall be an appointed, non-voting, honorary officer of the
chapter. The appointment shall be conferred at the discretion of the Board of Governors, The
webmaster shall maintain and update the web page of the Saramana Chapter.

IMMEDIATE PAST PRESIDENT — The Immediate Past President shall assist the newly elected
president as necessary in the discharge of his duties.

RETIRING CHAPTER OFFICER ~ With the election and installation of new chapter officer,
retiring chapter officers shall within one week of the date of their retirement, deliver to their
successors all papers, funds, records, and any other property belonging to the Chapter.

Article X — Removal of Officers

For cause, the membership may remove any officer from office by the vote of two-thirds of those present and
voting, a quorum being present, provided that at least fifteen (15) days’ notice of the proposed action is mailed
or emailed to such person at his last known address, and further provided that notice of the proposed action shall
have been sent to the membership at least fifieen (15) days prior to the meeting where the vote will take place.
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Article X — Vacancies

THE PRESIDENT — In the event of the death, resignation, removal, or inability of the President
to carry out his duties, the Board of Governors, by a two-thirds vote, may declare the office
vacant and the Vice President shall succeed to the office of President.

OTHER OFFICERS — A vacancy, for the reasons set forth in the preceding paragraph, in any
other office, shall, upon being declared vacant by a two-thirds vote of the Board of Governors,
be filled by appointment by the President for the remainder of the term of such office, subject to
confirmation by the Board of Governors.

Article XI — Meetings

This Chapter shall meet once a month during October, November, December, January, February,
March, April and May of each year. The time and place shall be determined by the Board of
Governors, In addition to the aforesaid meetings the Board may hold other meetings as
determined to be necessary.

A meeting of the Chapter shall take place in November for the election of Officers and
Governors and for the transaction of the business affairs of the Chapter.

The installation of new Officers and Governors shall take place during the December Annual
Meeting.

Notice to the members shall be provided in the monthly Newsletter, by email, by text message,
and/or by phone.

The attendance of fifteen (15) members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business
on any matter brought before the membership at a meeting. Action of the Chapter shall be by
motion properly made and seconded, and the vote of a majority of the members present and
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
