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Young Professionals from Japan Partner with Central Iowa Young Professionals

4 young professionals from Yamanashi Prefecture, Japan will spend 5 days in Iowa participating in the Young Professionals (YP) Conference hosted by Iowa Sister States.  The YP Conference is the first of its kind in Iowa.  During the conference, young professionals from Iowa’s Sister State of Yamanashi Prefecture, Japan will participate in events that will show them what it is like to be a young professional in Iowa.   

While in Iowa, the group will work with the Greater Des Moines Partnership to learn about the business climate in Des Moines.  They will work with the Young Professionals Connection and the Greater Des Moines Leadership Institute to exchange ideas and learn about networking techniques.  The group will hear a presentation from Principal Financial Group (PFG) and tour their downtown Des Moines facility to learn about PFG’s employee centered work environment.  They will spend time with the leadership of the Des Moines Social Club to learn how to create a space that is young professional friendly.  The group will even have the opportunity to visit Dr. Sachiko Murphy’s Japanese language class at Central Academy in Des Moines.

“The overall goal of the conference is to give both sides the opportunity to exchange ideas on how to create spaces that are young professional friendly,” says Chuck Safris-Chair of Iowa Sister States’ Yamanashi Committee.  “Both Iowa and Yamanashi know that retaining a young professional is essential to local economic growth, and both states are developing programs that address the expectations of young professionals.”
