USAID's fleet of motorbikes

Multan, March 5, 2013 - In a ceremony held in Multan, the United
States Agency for International Development (USAID) Mission
Director for Pakistan, Mr. Jock Conly, awarded 129 motorbikes to
artificial insemination technicians who successfully completed a
five-week artificial insemination training program through the
USAID Dairy Project.

Artificial insemination technicians work with local farmers to
improve the quality of the breed and cattle that will produce higher
milk yields. In order to reach farmers in remote areas, frequent
travel is required for artificial insemination technicians. These
motorbikes enable technicians who have received USAID training
to put that new knowledge to good use, helping to increase dairy
production throughout southern Punjab. It also enables them to
reach far flung dairy farmers, ensuring those in remote areas also
benefit from artificial insemination and improved milk yields.
Speaking at the occasion, Jock said, " The United States government
is committed to helping Pakistan boost economic growth. For
example, this project has hel ped nearly 3,000 young peoplein rural
Punjab get jobs and earn income to support their families as

technicians, farm managers, and animal healthcare workers."
In addition to the 129 motorbikes distributed today, and 340
distributed previoudy, USAID and the Dairy and Rural Development
Foundation will continue to train more artificial insemination
technicians from South Punjab who will help small dairy farmers
improve their cattle businesses. They will also continue to train
women livestock extension workers to serve as animal nurses.
Mr. Jack Moser, Director of the Dairy Project said, "The Dairy
Project's training programs will generate new jobs for unemployed
youth and empower them to be entrepreneurs who can offer their
skillsto enable dairy farmers to have stronger, healthier cattle that
will produce more milk and thus, increase their incomes."
USAID will increase employment and incomes for 250,000 farm
households (2 million people) by 2015 through its economic growth
programs, including the Dairy Project. Thisthree-year, $14 million
project, will improve the lives of 9,000 small dairy farmers by
enhancing their productivity and resulting in at least 10 percent
increase in their incomes.

Journalists (ICFJ). After two
weeks of orientation in
Washington, DC, Pakistani
journalists spend three to four
weeksworking as staff reporters
at newsoutlets acrossthe United
States. The program also brings
U.S. journalists to Pakistan for
a two-week orientation on
Pakistani palitics, society, and
the economy through site visits,
interviews, and interactionswith
journalists, officials, and
ordinary Pakistanis. Currently,
agroup of seven U.S. journdists
from print, television, radio, and
online mediaisin Pakistan from
January 20 to February 3.
The three-day alumni media

summit in Islamabad includes
panel discussions with media
professionals, breakout sessions
on topics such as conflict-
sensitive reporting and social
media, and a "train-the-trainer"
workshop for highly-motivated
aumni who will sharewhat they
learn with other journalists in
their communities.

Islamabad, January 28, 2013- The laborious process for filing a FIR is improving, thanks to an
innovative partnership between the Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT) Police and the U.S. government's
International Narcotics and Law Enforcement Agency (INL) and International Criminal Investigative
Training Assistance Program (ICITAP). With its focus on crime control, community policing, and
public service, the ICT Police devel oped a concept to create special Police Reporting Rooms (PRRs)
at areas adjacent to police stations. PRRs spare crime victims the difficulty of having to enter the

The U.S. government, through INL and ICITAP, helped the ICT Police formulate its plan for amodular,
purpose-built PRR that could be quickly constructed and easily replicated. Once the plan wasin place,
INL funded the construction of 12 reporting rooms at police stations around Islamabad, which will
serve as models for other stations across Pakistan.

"Criminals cannot be pursued or prosecuted unless the police are aware that a crime has occurred,"
said U.S. Embassy INL Director Richard Sacks at aceremony inaugurating thefirst PRR at |slamabad's
Shalimar Police Station. "By creating reporting rooms that are easily accessible, comfortable, well-
lit, and quiet, victims will be more likely to take that important first step of filing a FIR."
Inspector General of Police Bani Amin Khan thanked the U.S. government for supporting the ICT
Police, saying, "These new reporting rooms will not only help crime victims, but also make it easier

The U.S. government is committed to strengthening law enforcement in Pakistan. In addition to
building PRRs and other infrastructure, INL also donates equipment to improve policing in Pakistan.
It has provided 11 armored personnel carriers, more than 3,000 protective vests, hundreds of mobile
and handheld radios, 100 motorcycles, and a water tanker which provides drinking water to police

INL has aso trained police officers from KP, Balochistan, Sindh, and Punjab provinces, the ICT, FATA
Levies, and other civilian law enforcement entitiesin areas such as leadership, criminal investigations,
human rights, civil disturbance management, and police command and control.

"In the wake of the conflict and
floods that have devastated this

areaover the past five years, in
2010, the U.S. government and
the Government of Pakistan
jointly decided that the recovery
of the Swat Valley's economy
must be apriority. Theseefforts
to revive Swat'stourism industry
have helped create jobs and
enhance incomes for the people
of Swat Valley," Ambassador
Olson said at the event.
Historically, tourism has been
a key economic driver in the
Swat Valley and at one time
contributed $60 million a year
to the local economy. Conflict
and the 2010 floods severely
damaged hotels and caused a
significant declinein revenues.
Fisheries faced similar losses.
To help jump-start the economic
revival of the region, in 2010,
USAID joined the Provincial
Reconstruction, Rehabilitation

and Settlement Authority to
launch a Swat tourism
rehabilitation effort. The United
States provided $5.4 million to
fund thisinitiative.

USAID provided grants,
technical assistance, and in-kind
support, such as construction
materials, supplies, and
equipment to 22 fisheries and
239 hotels - more than half of
al hotels in the Swat Valley.
Backed by this support, these
businesses achieved great
success. The hotels now earn
eight times more revenue than
they did before the project
began. Thefisheriesearn twelve
times more revenue than before
U.S. assistance began. USAID
estimates that the Swat Valley
tourism industry will continue
to grow in 2013, reaching $5
million in revenue.

For Ghulam Shahwani Faroog, a small-scale livestock
farmer from Mastung in Baochistan, hiswork is more
than alivelihood, it is alegacy. "This herd has been
with our family for generations,”" said Faroog, speaking
about the 300 head of Baloch-breed sheep in his
family's herd. "We Balochis grow up watching our
fathers and mothers care for our sheep. In return, we
get milk, wool, meat, and a lot of warmth from our
herds." Faroog wants to pass this family tradition on
to his children, which iswhy he traveled to Australia
in January for athree-week study tour sponsored by
the U.S. Agency for International Development
(USAID) to learn modern farming practices, increase
his income, and ensure that he can pass the family
livestock business on to the next generation.
More than 40% of Balochistan's economy relies on
sheep and wool. But despite its vast importance to the
province's economy, the sheep-growing sector is still
mainly using traditional, centuries' old techniques.
There is significant demand in other provinces of
Pakistan for the wool from Ba ochistan to usein carpets
and blankets, and Baloch farmers are eager to tap into
that huge market. The USAID-funded Balochistan
Agriculture Project helps these farmers along the
border with Afghanistan to increase their incomes by
modernizing their farming activities. Farooq's study
tour was part of that project. During their visit, Farooq
and other Baloch sheep farmers were introduced to
Australian sheep farmers, who are leadersin the global
sheep and wool marketplace.

One day on the Indus River a fisherman decided to change his life. Imran Ali Mallah had worked
to make ends meet his entire life, working seven days a week in blistering heat and often coming
home empty-handed. Weary of the unpredictability of the fishing trade, and inspired by an advertisement
he saw in the newspaper, Imran decided to become a teacher.

Imran had seen an advertisement for the Associate's Degree in Education Program (ADE), an initiative
of the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) that provides training in modern teaching
methods to new and experienced teachers, improving the education of students all over Pakistan.
More than 2600 students are currently enrolled in the two-year ADE program and the four-year
Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.) created through USAID assistance and accredited by the Government
of Pakistan. Additionally, USAID has awarded nearly 1,000 scholarships for B.Ed. and ADE degrees.
The U.S.-funded project works with the federal and provincial governments, the Higher Education
Commission, provincial departments of education, 15 universities, and 75 teacher colleges.
Imran committed himself to this new endeavor. He traveled four hours each day from his homein
Jamshoro to the Provincial Institute of Teacher Education in Nawabshah to pursue his ambition of
becoming a teacher. He received excellent grades, and completed the ADE program.

Today, Imran's future looks secure. Instead of toiling each day on his boat, he teaches young people,
and hopes that they too will have the opportunity for a better future. "Changing the mindset of the
youth toward learning and success is very important for the citizens of our country," said Imran. "It
enables personal growth. | hope to pass on this beacon of knowledge."

Imran credits the U.S.-funded education program with his success. "The ADE program has been a
source of inspiration," says Imran. "It enabled me to switch my profession from fishing to teaching.
With its advanced teaching methods, it has brought classroomsto life, which has made both teachers
and students open to change.”

ADE isjust one of the many U.S.-funded projects that help millions of Pakistani children unlock
their full potential. The United States is launching new degree programs in education at 90 teacher
colleges and universities, and is also building new applied research centers at Pakistani universities
that focus on energy, water and agriculture.
