It is on the day of each event when grandstands open and stop when the
races begin. There will be a registration table located behind the main

grandstand near the restrooms. Big Wheel/Bike number assignments will
be done at this time. The Big Wheels/Bikes can be stored at this location.

It is $3 for each rider to enter.

Safety is the #1 priority. Each rider is required to wear a helmet. They
must also have a long-sleeved shirt and long pants OR use elbow pads
and knee pads.

Each rider will receive a trophy. The top 5 finishers will receive placement
trophies and the remaining finishers will receive participant trophies.

Riders in the Big Wheel races must use a “big wheel” or “tricycle” type
vehicle. No bikes (even with training wheels) or anything with a chain
and/or sprocket. No custom-made machines of any kind.

BICYCLES NOT ALLOWED IN BIG WHEEL RACES

BICYCLES WILL NOT BE SCORED OR RECEIVE TROPHIES

Each Big Wheel/Bike rider will be allowed 1 parent/guardian/helper with
them in the infield for the race. This person can help them get ready for
the race but cannot be a part of the race or assist them during the race.
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
