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Regular Meeting                                          

Nameoki Town Trustees

October 11, 2016
Supervisor Randy Viessman called the regular meeting of the town Trustees to order.  Supervisor Viessman led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Viessman asked Deputy Clerk, Melodie Bettis to record the roll call since Clerk Hawkins had not arrived yet.  Present other than Supervisor Viessman was Trustee Edwards, Trustee Luehmann, Trustee Nemsky and Trustee Abel.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:

Attorney Jumper wanted to let everyone know that today was the last day to register to vote in the November 8, 2016 election.

BILLS:

A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Edwards to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Luehmann then made a motion second by Trustee Abel to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All  voted aye; the motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT: 

Trustee Edwards read the Treasurers Report dated October 11, 2016.  A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Luehmann to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Town Clerk Helen Hawkins stated that she was 10 minutes late because of a train.  She then thanked her Deputy Clerk Melodie Bettis for taking over the first part of the meeting.  

PUBLIC INPUT:

Steve Kasten told us we had a parking lot light that was not working.  Willie Arnold was asking about who takes care of Breckenridge.  Supervisor Viessman said that it would be the Township Highway Department that would take care of it but that part of it was the Village and part of it is ours.  Mr. Arnold explained that the highway department had put in a new culvert and now the area is settling and needs to be releveled.  Supervisor Viessman said they would report it to the highway department to look at.  Nick Cohen wanted an update on the information on the pumps.  Supervisor Viessman told Mr. Cohen that he needed to talk to the Highway Commissioner Moore because he is control of the budget spending for the highway.  Trustee Nemsky said there is a generator that they can rent that could be used in case of emergency.  Supervisor Viessman said I can talk to the Highway Commissioner Moore and tell him what you want.  Trustee Luehmann explained that you keep coming to the board, but you really need to go to the Highway Department.  We have no control on how he spends his money.  The Attorney told Mr. Cohen he needed to talk to the Highway Commissioner, he has his own highway budget and the Highway Commissioner decides where he puts that money and how it is spent.  It is up to him what he prioritizes whether it is equipment, salaries, new equipment, or snow repairs.  Paula Sendobry said she came out here about two years ago and talked to the Highway Secretary Moore to complain about Courtney Drive.  Highway Secretary Moore told her that they know about her street and it was at the top of the list to fix and they had the money set aside.  Apparently that was not true, when the highway department came out to rock and chip the road, Ms. Sendobry walked out to talk to the Highway Commissioner Moore she said that was when he was rude cursing and yelling at her.  She asked if the Highway Commissioner has to come to the meetings because she has been here about six different times and he had only been here once.   Ms. Sendobry said thankfully one of the properties she had complained about had been cleaned up.  She also stated that she would still like to have her street fixed.

Trustee Luehmann said that he did not know if anyone has used Mockingbird Lane but it was a disaster and now it is smooth. Clerk Hawkins said the general election will be here before you know it.  Our registration is going good and early voting starts on October 24th at the senior citizens hall downtown.  Assessor Hanfelder said that the protest timeline was done.  We had quite a few who came in and protested but out of everybody who came in only two are going up to the County (one residential and one business).
