Canonical but not Scriptural a

Books of the Bible you have never heard of
Vicar Kinney

While they are not Scripture, they are Canonical. While not on the
same level as Scripture, they confirm but not establish doctrine. They
are nevertheless part of the Canon of Scripture and serve as a
canond a guide and ruled for Christian faith and life. These books,
called ATh® Apo dry p,hayme not Scripturps
but they are still useful and good to read. Throughout the history of
the Church, they have been used with canonical authority by pastors
and theologians. Even when the first listing of the New Testament
books are recorded, the Apocrypha is among them. These are not
Roman Catholic writings. Every Bible printed had the Apocrypha
contained within until Bibles were printed in English. Even Luther
himself included the Apocrypha in his 1534 German Bible, they are
even cited in our Lutheran Confessions, they were often read within
Services, and have always been used, treasured by the Church.

These books are part of the time period between Malachi and
John the Baptist, called the Intertestamental Period. Therefore,
historically, the Apocrypha fills in the gap between the Old and New
Testament and gives us vital insight.

Where do you learn about Hanukah, the festival of lights, and
Jesus saying He is the Light of the World (found in John 8 & 10)? The
Apocrypha. Where do you learn about the context for Pharisees and
Sadducees? The Apocrypha. Where do you find the context for many
of Jdswusdom sayingso? The Apocr
that Jesus rides in on Palm Sunday as He does?Scripture notes and
the Apocrypha (1 Maccabees 13:4952). While there are many
different lists of the Apocrypha, for space, we will mention 10:

Ecclesiasticu® a book of proverbs and wisdom

Wisdomd one of the most valuable, most used books of the
Apocrypha; similar to Proverbs and Ecclesiastes filled with stunning
prophecy, replete with the powerful, spiritual essence of God.

1 Maccabee® perhaps the best historical source on the period
from 175 to 135 B.C. Shows the root causes of the Maccabean
rebellion and details the rebellion itself. It gives detailed information
on the desecration of the Jerusalem Temple, and contains a wealth
of details relative to the feast of Hanukah.

2 Maccabees® Unlike the first Book of the Maccabees, this work is
a combination of history and pious fiction.

Tobitd Very popular among Jews and early Christians. It is one of
the main places we hear the mention of the Archangel Raphael.

Three Additions to Daniel

Bel and the Dragond This story reveals Daniel's wisdom in
exposing the falsehood of idolatry and those who promote it.

Song of the Three Young Mend This contains the song sung by
the 3 young men when th rown into the furnace. It is the final reading
for Easter Vigil and is found in the hymnal on LSB 931

Susannad A story about a young woman whom Daniel saves

Judithd The Book of Judith relates a story of victory won by the
chosen people over its enemies.

Baruchd Baruch was the private secretary of Jeremiah. Similar to
Jeremiah, it contains a series of exhortations, encouragements and
severe denunciations.

Lutherans have never stopped using the Apocrypha, we have just
forgotten about it. You can buy a copy from CPH, or borrow one from
Vicarb6s or the churchos
and allow them to edify us and enjoy these treasures of the Church.
