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 Death and Resurrection.  Ends and Beginnings.  Firsts and Lasts.  These 
themes are what God  communicates to us through the changing of the seasons.  
These are what God proclaims in the death and resurrection of God the Son, Jesus 
our Lord. 

 

 These experiences are interwoven into our days.  Children are born.  Adults of various ages pass 
away.  It is the same in the cycle of nature.  When Summer comes to an end, Autumn leads us daily into 
the time of cold and darkness of winter.  Trees go dormant, some grass turns brown, and some days look 
and feel downright gloomy. 

 

 The inner life of our spiritual selves go through the same kinds of cycles.  The fear and uncertainty 
of a childôs first day of kindergarten or school eventually gives way to joy on the last day and summer.  
For adults, life may seem great and health good.  When these are disturbed with tragic and sad events, it 
seems like a certain kind of ñdeathò occurs.  Death of expectations.  Death of hopes.   Death of dreams. 

 

 These are the experiences that can seem like nights without end.  In Psalm 30:5 the Scripture says, 
ñWeeping may linger for the night, but joy comes with the morning. ò   

 

 That experience comes out of the resurrection of life.  Jesus, who is the Resurrection and the Life 
proclaimed and lived new life his own physical human body and nature.  Jesus lives!  And so do we.     
Winter gives way to Spring.  Gloom turns to bright clarity.  Fear is cast out and replaces with love.  Hopes, 
dreams, and expectations are recreated by Godôs Spirit in us. 

 

 There are simply too many variables in life to see far into the future.  Yet Jesus arose in an eternal 
life that cannot die again and that sees the end from the beginning.  From him we receive hope in that God 
gives grace and courage to weather ñstormsò that we encounter in the future.  Even when weôre not certain 
about the future, we always can hold confidence that God brings the brighter days of Resurrection and 
Life.  New life is in Jesus.  Itôs what leads us through Interim Time at St. John of Cat Spring, as dreams are 
born and reborn.
