FATHER SAM’S CORNER
March 3rd, 2019

Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 6:39-45

“Remove the wooden beam in your eye!”: A call to embrace humility, compassion and repentance.

As we prepare to enter the season of Lent next week, this Sunday’s first reading enjoins us to prepare our hearts
in a way to become the producers of the fruits of kindness, almsgiving, compassion and repentance which are the basic
Lenten observances. Thus, the book of Sirach in the first reading holds that unless we train our hearts well, we cannot
produce the above spiritual fruits for “the fruit of a tree shows the care it has had” (Sirach 27:6).

In the Gospel, Luke concurs with the message in the first reading by stating that: “A good tree does not bear
rotten fruit, nor does a rotten tree bear good fruit” (Luke 6:43). The Gospel went on to list pride or inability to
acknowledge personal weakness as the major vice that can blind a heart from seeing the need for personal repentance.
Pride can also make a heart to be so judgmental towards others; it can as well hinder a heart from showing compassion
to the weak thereby turning such heart into the rotten tree that bears rotten fruit mentioned in the above Gospel passage.

Christ used the parable in today’s Gospel to revile the hypocrites among the Jewish leaders who allowed self-
pride to ruin their heart. Thus, when Jesus says a blind man cannot successfully lead another blind man, and when he
says: “Remove the wooden beam from your own eyes” (Luke 6:42), he was referring to the hypocritical attitudes of
some leaders of the Jews who notice others’ little faults and refuse to acknowledge their big sins. In this parable also,
Jesus insists such leaders must clear the pride and indifference off their minds to enhance their humility, sense of
compassion and recognition of the need for their own personal conversion.

Unlike the hypocrites, Christ wants his followers to be grounded in the practices of humility and compassion in
order to become good trees that bear good fruits when he says: “No disciple is superior to the teacher; but when fully
trained, every disciple will be like his teacher” (Luke 6:40). Christ wants us to train our hearts well to become bearers
of good fruits like him. In other words, the readings of today want us to clear off the wooden beams that blind our
spiritual eyes from showing kindness to the ignorant and the weak, for we too have some limitations. To accomplish
this task, we need to cultivate the virtue of humility and compassion. Humility disposes the heart to acknowledge
personal faults, for it is humbling to accept personal weakness. Consequently, one of the fruits of the acceptance of
personal faults is repentance, for how can we talk about repentance if we first refuse to acknowledge our limitations.
The next fruit of acknowledgment of our unworthiness is compassion, for if we are aware that we all are subjects of
weakness, we will be more compassionate and less judgmental towards others. In a few days Ash Wednesday will be
calling us to repentance and to practice the other Lenten observances of penance, fasting and almsgiving. To enter the
upcoming Lenten season well, today’s readings want us to remove the wooden beams in our eyes and minds so we can
become the producers of good fruits. Of course we are producers of good fruits in many ways. But the big questions
are: Do we think we have any wooden beam in our eyes we need to remove to become more fruitful Christians? If we
believe we have some splinters in our eyes, do we see this moment as the right time to take them out?

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

3 de marzo de 2019

Octavo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: San Lucas 6:39-45

"Remueve la astilla de madera en tu ojo'" Un llamado a abrazar la humildad, la compasion y el
arrepentimiento.

Como nos estamos preparando para entrar en Cuaresma, la proxima semana, este Domingo la primera lectura, nos indica
que tenemos que preparar nuestros corazones en forma tal, para producir los frutos de la bondad, llimosna, compasion y
arrepentimiento los cuales son las basicas observancias para Cuaresma. Ademas, el libro de Sirac en la primera lectura, sostiene que
a menos que entrenemos bien nuestros corazones, no pudieramos producir los suficientes frutos espirituales para "el fruto de un
arbol que ha sido cuidado" (Sirac 27:6).

En el Evangelio, Lucas concurre al mensaje en la primera levtura, comenzando asi: "Un buen arbol que no posee buenas
raices, no es un arbol que dara buenos frutos" (Lucas 6:43). El Evangelio nos da una gran lista de orgullos e inhabilidades de que la
debilidad personal es el mayor vicio que puede cegar a un corazon que siente la necesidad de arrepentimiento personal. El orgullo,
tambien puede hacer que un corazon sea juzgado por otros, puede tambien hacer que un corazon muestre compasion por la debilidad
tornando al corazon como la raiz del arbol que da frutos, mencionado arriba, en el pasaje del Evangelio.

Cristo, usaba la parabola en el Evangelio de hoy, para descubrir a los hipocritas entre los judios quienes con falso orgullo,
arruinaban sus corazones. Ademas, cuando Jesus le dijo al hombre ciego, que no podia dirigir a otro hombre ciego, y, cuando El
dijo: "Remueve la astilla de madera en tus propios ojos" (Lucas 6:42). El se referia a la actitud hipocrita de algunos lideres de los
Judios, que notaban en otros pequenas fallas y rehusaban reconocer sus grandes pecados. Tambien, en esta parabola, Jesus insiste,
en que lis Luderes deberian clarificar el orgullo e indiferencia de sus mentes para obtener humildad, sentido de compasion y
reconocimiento de la necedidaf para su propia y personal converdion.

Adi, como los hipocritas, Cristo deseaba que sus sehuidores se unieran a practicar la humildad y compasion para comenzar
a ser un buen arbol de buenas raices que da buenos frutos, cuando El les dice: "ningun Discipulo es superior al maestro, pero,
cuando el entrenafor falla, cada Discipulo deberia ser mejor que su profesor" (Lucas 6:40). Cristo, desea que entrenemos nuestro
corazon tan bien como: el arbol que da buenos frutos. En otras palabras, la lectura de hoy, quiere que saquemos la astilla de
nuestros ojos espiriruales y que nos mostremos bondadosos ante el ignorante y el debil, por que tambien nosotros tenemos algunas
lumutacioned. Para completar este parrafo, necesitamos cultivar la virtud de la humildad y la compadion. Humildad, que dispone al
corazon para reconocer nuestras multiples fallas personales y arrepentirnos, al aceptar humildad y la compasion.
Consecuentemente, uno de los frutos de la aceptacion en nuestras fallas personales es el arrepentimiento, pero, como hablar de
arrepentimiento si no reconocemos nuestras limitaciones. El proximo fruto del reconocimiento es la compasion y juzgar menos al
projimo. En pocos dias, tendremos el Miercoles de Ceniza, el cual nos llama al arrepentimiento y a la.practica de otras
observancias. Para esperar la estacion de Cuaresma, las lecturas de hoy, nos remueven la astilla del ojo, y, comenzamos a producir
mejores frutos. Producimos buenos frutos de muchas formas. Pero, la gran pregunta es: "Pensamos que nosotros tenemos alguna
astilla en nuestros ojos, necesitamos removerla para producir mejores frutos? Si, creemos que tenemos astillas en nuestros 0jos, no
es este el monento correcto para sacarla...?"
