
AIMS 

To teach a committed group of  

congregation leaders to know the 

Bible’s content well enough to teach 

it to the congregation and to live 

out its claims. 

The Bible itself is the text.  This 

approach takes seriously the Bible’s 

own presentation of God’s  

revelation. 

The theological perspective will be 

reformed in the original sense that 

the Reformers were  

passionate about giving  

the Bible back to the people.  

The Bible speaks for itself. 

The way Scripture speaks  

involves understanding the  

literary forms and intentions of the 

writers as grasped by the original 

hearers/readers of what the text 

actually says. 
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The spiritual vitality of any congregation 

correlates with its grasp of God’s Word 

as written in Scripture.  Our  

effectiveness as a congregation to  

confront the challenges to Christianity in 

the 21st century depends upon our 

knowledge and obedience to God’s 

Word.

Frequently Asked Questions 

What is ?  The preparation 

of Teacher/Coaches to lead the people of a 

church to study, know and apply the Bible for 

themselves is the goal.  The Teacher/Coaches 

undertake a two-year course of preparation in 

which the whole Bible is the text.  A lens of 

understanding is provided and developed so 

that the many parts come together into a  

focused panorama of God’s revelation. 

What are the benefits?  First, each participant  

will gain a personal grasp of God’s Word.   

Secondly, they will be able to lead  

others into that experience.  Third, God-willing, 

the congregation as a whole will have the  

opportunity to get a handle on their own  

knowledge and experience of the Christian 

faith. And more besides! 

When will classes start?   Those who are led to 

participate will decide the time best for their 

schedules.  The level of engagement is so  

significant that a schedule that allows people to 

make the life-space available is necessary. 

At what time(s) will classes be held?  Times 

and dates will be determined by participants.  

The hope is that involvement is not limited by a 

pre-determined schedule. 

How many people are needed to have a class?  

A number sufficient that a large part of the con-

gregation may have prepared teachers.  20-30 is 

the hope. 

More F.A.Q.s 

How much time will be expected of 

Teacher/Coaches during preparation?  

Classes will be two hours each week for 38 

weeks.  Participants will read the entire 

Bible chronologically over two years.  

Preparation for classes will be expected 

each week along with a certain amount of 

recollection practice.
