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CCA Girls BB Go to State

By the time this column has been submitted for
press, the fate of the Clear Creek Amana Girls
basketball team will be sealed as they play the
first round of the Class 4A tournament on Tues-
day, Feb. 28 at 3:15.

They are facing Number 2 North Pork with a
21-2 record. The Number 7 CCA team is 18 and 4.

This is only the second time in the history of
the CCA school district that the CCA girls have
advanced to the state basketball tournament.
The first time was in 2020. They are coached by
PJ Sweeney.

A note for those who enjoy lowa history and
girls’ basketball. A podcast on the unique story
of lowa’s 6 on 6 girls basketball was created by
Elly Gordon-Moerschel, Toronto, for the national
podcast “99 percent invisible,” hosted by Roman
Mars.

Public Meeting Addresses Concerns as
Questions are Raised

Amana Elementary parents and residents had
the opportunity to ask questions and share con-
cerns with Dr. Corey Seymour, Clear Creek Ama-
na School Superintendent, and school board
member, Jen Mooney, at last week’s public meet-
ing about the changes proposed for the 2023-24
school year and the plans to make the Amana
Elementary a magnet school.

About 50 people attended the meeting. A sec-
ond town hall is planned for March 27 at 6 p.m. at
the Amana Performing Arts Center, Amana.

Those who attended heard more about the de-
cision to send the Amana 5th grade, as well as all
other 5th grades in Oxford and Tiffin, to the Oak
Hill building in Tiffin, next fall. They also heard
plans for the Amana magnet school. Creating a
magnet school means creating curriculum begin-
ning in kindergarten that will feature fine arts, a
foreign language and financial literacy. This will
require a multi-year roll-out Dr. Seymour and

Principal Ben Macumber told parents.

As Amana Elementary Principal Ben Macum-
ber told us after the meeting, “It was exciting to
have such a large group of people passionate
about students, the Amana building and the com-
munity of Amana in general. | am excited about
the opportunities planned for Amana Elementary
as well as students from CCA and surrounding
communities. To be able to rethink what school
can be like. To be part of something that could
have a lasting impact on education long after |
retire inspires me.” He encouraged anyone who
has questions to contact him.
