I. Call to Order and Opening Business: Dr. Kim Eaton opened the meeting at 1:00PM. 
a. Introduced new Reentry Coordinator-Kayla Hart

II. Approval of Minutes by Consensus
a. Dr. Kim Eaton moved to approve the minutes.

III. Presentation: Elizabeth Wratchford (Returning Citizen) 
a. Topic: Personal Journey from Jail to Reentry
b. Elizabeth shared that she had abused drugs and alcohol which led her to steal money, which caused her to spend 10 months in jail. 
c. Elizabeth is now mandated to attend the DRC, which she says has been the most helpful thing for her. 
d. Elizabeth did not have a home plan at first, but she was accepted into a shelter. She does not have transportation so she walks everywhere. She found a job in Carlisle, but she is currently looking to find something better. She shared that finding a job has been difficult due to her charges. 
e. Elizabeth stated that she would like to go to school to get her degree and possibly become a drug and alcohol counselor. She stated that she has been trying to keep herself busy to maintain her sobriety. 
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IV. Presentation: Ian Brink, Chief Public Defender
a. Topic: Understanding Misdemeanor and Felony Charges
b. Ian explained the different levels of misdemeanor and felony charges and gave examples of what constitutes each. Ian gave the maximum length of time served and fines for each of the various levels. 
c. Ian explained that there are many gaps within the sentencing levels. For example, the first two theft offenses are misdemeanors but once you have a third offense, it automatically becomes a felony regardless of the amount of the theft. 
d. Ian also explained how sex offender registration works. He stated that the individual undergoes an evaluation and if the evaluation determines they have a disorder in which they cannot control themselves, such as antisocial personality disorder, then they automatically become labeled a “sexually violent predator,” even if their offense was not sexual or violent.
