Position Overview: Windsor Junction Wahoos Swim Team Coach 

The position of the Windsor Junction Wahoos Swim Team Coach is to teach children the proper stroke 
techniques for competitive swimming. A coach must be patient and work well with children ages 7 and 
above. They must be able to work independently and take great initiative in running the WJCC Swim 
Team program. A coach must be present at all swim meets which take place on weekends throughout 
the summer. Having the knowledge the teach strokes is essential for this position, and prior experience 
on a swim team if a great asset.

• Providing a safe and fun environment for all children • Teach children proper stroke techniques for 
competitive swimming • Planning lessons for each practice • Acquiring all necessary supplies • Must 
provide own transportation to and from swim meets in surrounding areas (HRM, Bridgewater, 
Lunenburg, etc.) • Contacting parents regarding upcoming meets and practice times • Interacting in a 
positive attitude with children and their family on a daily basis • We expect all staff to treat the building 
and surrounding properties with care and cleanliness • Representing the Windsor Junction Community
