Designed to be fed to young horses from 3 months of age until 18 
months of age and to those horses being fed low protein forages. 

 
Foals being creep fed:  ½ to ¾ lb/100lbs of body weight 

 
Weanlings to 6 months of age:  1 - 1¾ lbs/100lbs of body weight 

 
Yearlings up to 15 months of age:  ½ - 1½ lbs /100 lbs of body weight 

 
Goats:
