Weekly Reflection

With the reading of Peter’s First Letter, we are invited to
join the whole Church in offering praise to our heavenly
Father for his great mercy, shown fo us in the death and
resurrection of Jesus.

Through God's mercy, we draw new life from the
resurrection of Jesus and partake already in eternal life.
Through his mercy, we already possess an imperishable
inheritance. We are also reminded of the cost of this new
life - the death of Jesus on the Cross - a death we too
must share in. This new life that we celebrate will pass
repeatedly through the cycle of death to new life. Each
new suffering that we experience can lead us to a new
experience of Jesus' resurrection.

We have been encouraged to appreciate the
description of the early Jerusalem community as a
model for our own experience as a faith community. We
all know from our experience that these expectations
are not easily achieved. Each of us individually and all of
us together must learn to share all things in common -
including suffering, patience, forgiveness, and love. All of
these are the marks of the crucified Jesus that we must
learn to bear in order to bring about the transformation
needed to live as Jesus calls us to live.

The ability to do all this must rest on faith that Jesus lives
within and among us and shares the power of his death
and resurrection with us. The signs of Jesus’ scars are the
human weaknesses we see among us. In those scars we
can learn fo acknowledge "My Lord and my God"” as
Thomas did.

The glory of resurrection is to be revealed through the
weakness of human flesh. The hope held out to us by our
faith reaches beyond readlity and expects more than
what is seen and what seems possible. This hope brings
us through the daily deaths we need to experience to
new glory and wonder atf the power of the Lord Jesus to
fransform those who are willing to be transformed.

There is a cost to living as the Jerusalem community lived
- the daily cost of dying to our self-interest and selfishness.
But the cost is nothing compared to the joy and strength
we can be for one another in a loving community of
faith and hope. Our wilingness to accept the daily
death required to live our common life opens us to
sharing in an ever-deeper way in the risen life of Jesus.
May we praise the great mercy of our God by letting

Jesus live in us more fully each day.

En la vispera de la crucifixion y muerte de JesuUs, los
apdstoles se encerraron temerosos. Ellos temian sufrir el
mismo castigo que su maestro.

AUN en su reclusion, Jesus se abre paso en sus vidas: no
solo en el espacio fisico en el cual se habian refugiado,
JesUs también enfro en la base de sus mentes y sus
corazones. JesUs intenta calmar sus miedos, los reta a
estar en paz; hace esto de una manera casi polémica y
misteriosa: Mostrdndoles las heridas de sus manos y su
costado.

La experiencia de la resurreccidn no removid las
cicatrices de las heridas que Jesus sufrid: las marcas de
dolor, la decepcidn, los malos entendidos, la negacion,
la humillacién, el abandono, el sufrimiento y la muerte.
AUn asi, y a pesar de las heridas, la resurreccién de
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Cristo es una poderosa demostracién de que el dolor, la
tristeza, el sufrimiento y la injusticic—tan reales como
fueron — no tuvieron la Ultima palabra. Mientras el
sufrimiento fue claramente una parte de la vida de
JesuUs, habia mucho mds en su vida que el sufrimiento.

San Francisco escribié “Debemos recordar que nuestro
Senor nos ha salvado a fravés de su sufrimiento vy
resistencia, y que debemos frabagjar por nuestra
salvacién a  fravés de sufrimientos y aflicciones,
soportando las heridas, negaciones y molestias que
encontremos.” (Introduccién a la Vida Devota, Parte lIl,
Capitulo 3)

Todos nosotros cargamos con las heridas del fracaso, la
decepcion, el engano y la pérdida. Nuestros corazones,
nuestras mentes, nuestros recuerdos — nuestras almas —
llevan consigo las cicatrices como prueba de ello. Igual
que los apdstoles, nosotros también somos tentados a
alejarnos de los demds, a encerrarnos en un rincén
emocional y espiritual apartado, viviendo en el miedo
de gque un nuevo dolor o una nueva decepcion lleguen
a nosoftros. Por supuesto, al refirarnos de la vida de una
forma figurativa — a veces literalmente — morimos.

JesUs claramente demuestra, a través de su propia vida,
que nuestras heridas no deben inhabilitarnos ni
abrumarnos. AUn cuando estas heridas pueden ser
permanentes, no deben robarnos de nuestro poder ni
de la promesa de la recuperacion, la renovacién - la
resurreccidon — a menos que nNos desesperemos, a Menos
que nos dejemos vencer por los clavos de la
negatividad

Las heridas de nuestro pasado seguramente dejaran su
huella en nuestro presente: pero no determinan el curso
de nuestro futuro. Vuélvete al amor de JesUs quien sabe
lo que significa el estar herido, y quien nos demuestra
como seguir a través y mds alld de nuestras heridas y las
cicatrices que estas dejan. San Francisco de Sales
escribid: “Dirijan sus rostros hacia Cristo crucificado,
desnudo, blasfemado, difamado, abandonado vy
abrumado por toda clase de cansancio, de fristeza, de
dolor y de labor.” JesUs triunfo sobre las heridas de su
humanidad: Y asi mismo, con la ayuda de Dios,
podemos hacerlo nosotros.

Para estar seguros, la vida puede ser dura. Como lo fue

en el caso de JesUs, aun asi, nosofros podemos ser

mucho mds fuertes.
