below.

e Selected as a candidate from the list of candidates applying for the competition.
Contest date candidates are limited to (at most) 5 candidates on the Contest date due to the time
required for the candidates to give 8-10 minute speech. In the event of more than five candidates
applying, candidates will be selected by local community leaders based upon candidate application

date receipt and written 8-10 minute speech submitted with the application. Individuals will be
notified of acceptance as a candidate by December 2, 2021.
