Setting up and using Guarding Expert (A Basic Guide)

1) Go out to your app store to download Guarding Expert.
2) Once downloaded run the app, it will prompt you to select the region you are located in
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3) Once this is complete, you are ready to go to the next step of adding a device.

1) Tap and select and select Devices to enter the Device Management interface

name. You need to edit the IP address or domain address and the port of the
device.
e |P Server: You can access the device through IP Server. You need to set the IP
Server address, and device identifier which is the device name or device serial

Camera No.: The number of the camera(s) under the device can be obtained
after the device is successfully added.

If offsite (and you have TV that can support it), you can use your android, windows or Apple device to
screen mirror. This is particularly useful if you have multiple person’s offsite who are trying to view
cameras. Please note that while android devices have a very simple built in tool to screen mirror to a TV
with the mirroring feature, it should be noted that the IPhone or IPad specifically needs an Apple TV
(2nd generation or later) device to stream wirelessly.
