Though many had been healed here and there
in answer to prayer we began our first ministry
in public on Divine healing in Oftowa, Kansas.

From there we went to Topeka, Kansas, and

eventually opened a home for the healing of the
sick. To which pedple came from all parts of
the U. S. and mighty miracles took place in the
years 1898 and 1899. We held services in our
auditorium and our church work was known as
the Apostolic congregation. The building 1s now
used as a State Orphanage corner of 4th and
Jackson sts. Tepeka, Kansas.

Deciding to know more fully the Iatest truths
restored by later day movements, I left my
work in charge of two Holiness preachers and
visited various movements.

THE CHURCH OF THE FIRSTBORI\
WHAT IT IS, A"\TD WHAT IT IS NOT

The church of God was buiit by Jesus Christ,

organized and filled with power by the Holy
Ghost on the day of Pentecost, and was then
sent forth on Her glorious muission of working
with Christ to save a lost world.

The first steps toward world evangelism fol-
lowed the persecution of the church in Jerusa-

lem when ‘“they that were scattered ahroad
went everywhere preaching the “word”.

The second step was taken when Paul dnd-;.]

Barnabas with Mark set forth from Antioch in
Syvria on the first mlxﬁsmnaly tour of the early
church. o '

On this tour several local churches of the
general church of God were raised up through
the salvation of Jews and Gentilesr in Antioch
in Pisidia, Icomum, Lystra, and other places in
the Roman provinces of Asia Minor.

The third step was taken when Paul and his
companions, on the second tour, crossed Aegean
to Europe and thus
Europe for Jesus Christ.:

Local churches were planted in Philippi, Thes-

salonica, and Corinith, to each of which Paul
vorote {,lasﬂﬁ%

Philippious, 1 and 2 Thessalonians. 1 and 2
Corinthians. Before Pauls death he had prech-
ol in Rome. the capital of the Roman ltmpire,,
ona of the greatest empires of all time.

Vi hile Pzul was establishing congregations

of the one church in the west, the other Apo- :

otles were raising up local churches elsewhere.
Everywhere this church was known as the
“Church of God.” In the century after the Apo-

sties the name Catlmhc which means univer-
sal, was applied to it, there was one church, con-

gregations embraced thousands in some of the

larger cities. Antioch in Syria is said to have
haed thousands of Christians w1th1n its borders.

was., With the breaking forth of the glorious
light of the Gospel there arose the true church
of God, spotless in her purity, glorious in her
power, and adorned with the rich graces and
gifts of the Spirit.

Between the seat and the board 1s en-
closed a stone, commonly called Jacob’s Stone,
which is an oblong of about 22 incheg in length,
thirteen inches broad and eleven inches deep: of
a steel color, mixed with some veins of red.
History (not legend) relates that it is the stone
whereon the patriarch Jacob laid his head n
the plains of Lutz. This stone was conveyed into
Ircland (by Jeremiah in company with the
dauchiers of liing Zedkiah, after his sons had
heon slzin before his eves. Ilis eyes having
heen put out. and he taken to Babylon by way
of Spain about 700 vears before Christ. Irom
there it wos teker into Scotland by King Fer-
ous, about 370 years later; and in the year 350
B. C. it was placed in the abby of Scone (Scot-
land) bv King Kenneth.”

Of this stone King Edward L said “It is the
ome primeval monument which bindg togetheyr
the whole empire.”
