Meeting Minutes

November 9th, 2020
Zoom Meeting

The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 7th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of October 12th and November 2nd were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman also called into the meeting.

Old Business:  

Newsletter – Secretary Berg sent out the newsletter in October.

Fire Engine – Commissioner Harmon will work with Chief Berg to discuss ways to obtain private donations to help purchase a new engine.
Call Report – Chief Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We have responded to 258 calls this year.    For the month of October, there were 30 calls.
New Business: 
Budget – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve the presented budget.  Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Resolution 234 – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve the levy increase of 1%.  Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Resolution 235 – Commissioner Harmon made a motion to approve the level of accounting services provided by the county auditor.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Chief’s Report:  
· Covid 19 doesn’t look like it’s going away. Captain Klinefelter is loading up on PPE.
· FEMA did not select our grant for bunker gear.

· FEMA did approve the purchase of a washer and dryer along with the installation.  We should receive the funds within the next couple of weeks.  The washer and dryer are already installed.

· Our catch basin in not catching the water run-off and is flooding the neighbor.   We need to dig a slight ditch or slope from our north curb to the retention pond.  Commissioner Harmon made a motion to correct the flooding issue at a cost of up to $2,200.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

· Hose testing and ladder testing start tomorrow.

· The fire marshal found a few emergency lights that were out at Station One and Station Two.  Primac Electric was able to fix them and the fire marshal will come re-inspect.

· The training center is almost complete.

· Paul Spencer is offering a pump class with just Big Lake.  This would allow everyone to be trained.  In the past, only a few people have attended the pump class with Region 3.

· The auxiliary is going to purchase a dryer for the bunker gear.

Assistant Chief Report: 

· Chief Miner is transitioning all rig checks to Emergency Reporting.  The electronic rig checks will include the generator.  
· Battery backups have been installed on all electronics.

· Two computers needed to be replaced.  They are up and running.
· Chief Miner applied for the Fire District Assistance Program but was denied.

· Burn permits can be requested from multiple agencies (i.e. Fire Marshal, DNR, Northwest Clean Air Agency).

· Active 911 is now allowing for information to be shared between neighboring districts.  We can now see pre fire plans, gate info, etc. and the neighboring districts will be able to see ours too. 

· The officers are learning and reviewing ESO and Emergency Reporting.

· EF Recovery has a new app coming out.

· Response plans have been updated and submitted to dispatch.

· Chief Miner will have a stipend proposal ready in January.
