PUBLIC INPUT:

Resident Jerry White of 2632 Angela Drive asked for help for the Dobrey Slough area, which is in the City of Granite.  He stated that beavers dammed up the drainage area and asked that Nameoki Township hire a beaver trapper. Discussion followed whereby Supervisor Viessman stated that he will look into the situation.  Highway Secretary Mel Moore stated that the Department of Agriculture is the state agency that should be called in to assist with this problem of trapping beavers or The Department of Natural Resources.
Pontoon Beach Mayor Mike Pagano of 68 Mimosa Drive stated that his question for Nameoki Officials is, every year Nameoki Township gets about $42,000.00. A lot of work goes on in The Village of Pontoon Beach which is in Nameoki Township.  Arlington, Miracle Manor, Eagle Park and other areas pay into the Township through Road & Bridge tax.  The people of Pontoon Beach pay into the same tax.  Why are we having to pay when the County is giving $ 42,000.00 to Nameoki Township and we are not getting anything out of it?  Supervisor Viessman answered that he was told that it always was this way for many years and that if there is a legal way we can work this out we will.  Mayor Pagano said Pontoon Beach is paying Nameoki Township to do the work that the other areas get done through the Road & Bridge taxes and this is not fair to the tax payers of Pontoon Beach who are also Nameoki residents.  Supervisor Viessman answered that our attorney Ron Motil will look into the problem.  Mayor Pagano said that this is no reflection against Nameoki Town or Road & Bridge but only meant to get an answer.
