Bloomingdale Church Coed League Rules
ALL rules will fall under USSSA rules (pitching 3’-10’) except the following:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack] Each game will start at assigned time.  Each game will be limited to 1 hour and 15 minutes.  In the event of a tie, the time limit will not apply.  The umpire will be the official time keeper.   No new inning will begin if time is under 5 minutes or if the home team is up.
2. Harassment of umpires will NOT be tolerated.  The decision of the umpire is final.  Only the coach can discuss a rule decision with the umpire.
3. Each game consists of 7 innings or time limit.
4. Mercy rule:  15 runs after 4 innings; 10 runs after 5 innings; 10 runs after 6 innings.
5. Each batter will start with a 1 – 1 count. You will get one courtesy foul, and then it will be an out.
6. Homerun limit:  1 UP, 2HR is an out
7. Hitting the pitcher’s screen: First time with no strikes is a dead ball.  First time with a strike, it is a foul ball.  Second time with no strikes is a foul ball. Third time, it will be an out.  
8. Courtesy runner will be allowed one per inning after reaching first base safely.  For 60 years old and over, courtesy runner is unlimited from home or base.  If a player uses a courtesy runner and that same player comes up to bat again in that same inning, he/she may have another courtesy runner.  It does not have to be the same runner.  If a player is injured, that courtesy runner does not count against team.
9. A team MUST have 4 women on the team playing.
10. A team must have 6 men and 4 women or 7 men and 5 women (1 man and 1 woman as EH).  You may start with 9 (with a minimum of 4 women.  If it is a man’s spot, then the 10th batter is OUT.  If a missing batter shows up, they are placed in the last batting spot of their gender.  If you play with one or more EH’s, you must continue with the man and woman alternating in the batting order.  There will be a maximum of 3 consecutive men in the batting order.  You may have two at the end of the lineup and one as the leadoff batter.  If necessary, a team may pick up one each (male/female) to keep from forfeiting.  That player must be put in the last possible spot of the batting order for their gender.  If one extra male is at the game, you may pick up a female, so he does not have to sit out.  
11. Example of possible line-ups:  
Start with 6 men and 4 women – M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, M
Start with 7 men and 5 women – M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, M
Start with 8 men and 6 women – M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, W, M, M
If a batter is injured or ejected and no subs are available, then that batting spot becomes an OUT.
No limit of EH’s as long as it has a male and a female.  You can have as many female EH’s as you want without a male, but if you have male EH, you must have a female to match.
12. If the male preceding a female draws a walk, he is awarded second base.  The female following him in the batting order has the option to hit or walk.  The option must be taken prior to stepping in the batter’s box.
13. There will be a 200 ft. outfield line for female batters.  All Males must stay behind this line until the ball is hit.  Infielders Must stay on the infield dirt.  The infielders CANNOT drop back to the outfield grass until the ball is hit.  If, in the umpire’s judgment this distance is not kept, the team at bat has the option to take the result of the play OR the female is awarded 1st base and ALL runners will advance 1 base only if forced.  
14. If a player is under 16 years old, you must have a parental consent form.
15. Teams will provide and hit their own ball.  Ball will have a maximum of .47 core and 575 compression.  
16. You can have an unlimited roster, but we only provide awards for 15 players for first and second place.  When a person is added to the roster, send an email to bloomingdalerecreation@yahoo.com.
