13In him you also, when you had heard the word of truth, the gospel of 
your salvation, and had believed in him, were marked with the seal of the promised 
Holy Spirit; 14this is the pledge of our inheritance toward redemption as God’s own 
people, to the praise of his glory.

Antique Quilt Displayed in the Muhlenberg Center 

Information from the Historical Society of Montgomery County (HSMC) Facebook 
page:   The Historical Society of Montgomery County recently acquired a quilt that 
once belonged to Paul Luther Yount. He was a pastor at Trinity Lutheran Church on 
DeKalb St. in Norristown in the early 1800s. He was also affiliated with Augustus 
Lutheran Church in Trappe. 

The quilt is signed by many people, with some people signing "Trappe 1842" 
underneath their name. These types of signature quilts were popular in the 19th 
century. They were often made for fundraisers or gifts for people who were moving 
out of the area. It is believed that this quilt was made by people living in Trappe and 
who may have been members of Augustus Lutheran Church. 

HSMC has agreed to loan us the quilt for the morning and it is a wonderful 
opportunity to see a piece of Augustus history up close!   
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Quilting, Knitting, and Crochet 

We now have quilting packs available in the Muhlenberg Center.  The each pack 
has 48 squares in it and makes a 60” X 80” quilt top.   

 Pick a pack out of the Basket on the table. 
 Sew the squares into a Quilt top. 
 Return the pack to the bin under the table. 
 Each quilt top will then be used to make a quilt for Lutheran World 

Relief.  
 Each pack has instructions, and a contact email address if you have any 

questions.   

Do you like to Knit or Crochet?  You don’t need any more Afghans or 
sweaters?  The Hearts and Hands Committee of Augustus Women of the ELCA 
collects knitted and crocheted 7” x 9” inch blocks that are sewn together into 
Afghans for Laurel House, a shelter in Norristown for abused women and 
children.   

We also collect completed Afghans. The completed full-sized Afghans should 
about 49” X 56” (about the same size as the top of a double bed).  These 
afghans are also donated to Laurel House.   

Baby Afghans should be about 36” X 36” or 36” X 45” in pastel 
colors.  These afghans are donated to Genesis Pregnancy Care Center in Pottstown. 

 Place blocks and Afghans in the basket in the Muhlenberg Center.  Please contact 
me if you need any yarn at jandmstuffle@verizon.net .   

We are adding two more organizations that we will be making prayer blankets 
for. The completed prayer blankets can also be placed in the basket in the 
Muhlenberg Center.   

a) Doylestown Hospital:  Knitted/crocheted/quilted blankets --  2’-3’ wide by 
3’-4’ long.  The blankets will be distributed to end of life patients, both hospice 
and non-hospice.  Blue is the most requested color but any color is okay.  

b) Holy Redeemer Hospital’s Maternity Ward: Knitted/crocheted/quilted 
blankets -- 60” x 50” – Pastel colors.  The blankets will be distributed to 
mothers who lost their babies.
